Why is it “good” to see a man suffer and be in pain?

2 Corinthians 5:19 gives us the answer.     "...That is, that God was in Christ reconciling the world to Himself, not imputing their trespasses to them, and has committed to us the word of reconciliation." 

· "God was in Christ" This means that Jesus Christ is both God and man. On the cross, He represented us as sinners, Himself being sinless.  The judgment and punishment He received were unjustified, taking them upon Himself because of His great love for us.   This is amazing grace! 

· "Reconciling the world unto Himself."  To reconcile something, it means to make it right.  Jesus made things right between God and man.  When earthquakes and tsunamis come into the earth, some think it is God’s judgment.  However, God already sent judgment through Christ.  Because of Christ's punishment on the cross, every human being now has the opportunity to be reconciled with God. 

· "Not imputing their trespasses unto them."  Justice was satisfied on the cross.  We need not any longer be condemned for our sins.  Jesus said, "It is finished," He was saying that God was satisfied and sin's penalty was paid in full. 

· "And has committed to us the word of reconciliation." God is not mad at the world!  Faith to receive this forgiveness comes by hearing this simple and profound forever eternal message. By accepting Christ and the merits of His work on the cross, we begin a new and exciting relationship with God.  Our sins are forgiven on legal grounds and have the assurance of eternal life. 

2 Corinthians 5:17 says, "Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; old things have passed away; behold, all things have become new."   That's good news. That's Good Friday!
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
