For “doctrine, reproof, correction, and instruction in righteousness” (2 Timothy 3:16)

God has made these last days like nothing any time period of the Church age before has seen or experienced.  There are truths are now revealed, having been written in Scriptures, while kept secret, to now be discovered through revelation and preaching, for all to know, receive and expect.  

This teaching is a partial, yet a complimentary teaching, about the day of the Lord of Hosts, the Day of Jehovah Tsaba (Isaiah 2:12).  God is giving the Church the full ability and influence with riches and wealth to go into all the nations (Mark 16:15) to bring the message of His son.  All believers will be blessed; all will be given an opportunity to partake; all will never be the same, because we all belong to Him.  

Let nothing keep us from celebrating these exciting last days, though dangerous and perilous as well.  As in any other promise and blessing from the Heavenly Father, our hearts must open up to them.  In that light, I pray that you will make these truths your own.

Life Is Not About Opinions But Bible Revelations
“To whom he said, This is the rest wherewith ye may cause the weary to rest; and this is the refreshing: yet they would not hear. But the word of the Lord was unto them precept upon precept, precept upon precept; line upon line, line upon line; here a little, and there a little; that they might go, and fall backward, and be broken, and snared, and taken” (Isaiah 28:12-13). 

Bible revelation does not come from a verse, but by connecting a verse here and a line there, and a precept here and a precept there.  Most often it takes time for words to produce life in a soul resulting in revelation.  With regards to prophetic words, they will come to pass because they are God’s plans and purposes about a matter.  “Who can disannul it?” (Isaiah 14:27).  

The Earth Is The Lord’s By Ownership
Rights in the earth are either by inheritance or delegated authority.  In Psalms 24, God established His authority.  All material things belong to the Lord.  It was the material things, the created glory, that Satan came to tempt Jesus with (Matthew 4), but those things were never owned by Satan.  That was a lie. 
If we do not have the revelation that God does own all things, when God takes the wealth from the wicked according to He will (Proverbs 13:22), it will look to the casual observer that God is a thief, taking what does not belong to Him.  
With regards to Egypt, God did not ask anyone permission to plunder the Egyptian households in one evening.  When God purposes something, it will happen.  As the people of Egypt did not want to give up their silver and gold, neither will the wicked rich of today want to give up their wealth.  The Exodus was truly a phenomenon, a sudden miracle!  
There Is A Cry In All Lands
“Be silent, O all flesh, before the Lord: for he is raised up out of his holy habitation” (Haggai 2:13).  God has raised Himself for some purpose.  What is this purpose?  James 5 tells us that He has heard the cries of the laborers (v4).  This was not the first time God heard cries of laborers, either.  “Surely, I have seen the affliction of My people who are in Egypt” (Exodus 3:7).  That time He sent His deliverer Moses.  Today’s cries of God’s people have caused God to arise again!
Humanity will never come out of the slave system by their own efforts or works, but God will personally take His elect, His family, and transfer the world’s wealth into our hands, rising us up out of the mire and setting us among princes.  He has already proven He could do miracles suddenly in one day with both Joseph, taking him from the prison to the palace, and with the plunder of the nation of Egypt with and through Moses. 
God is orchestrating and directing things to occur by His outstretched arm.  All humanity and His family are in a worldwide system of slavery to the wicked rich Gentiles of James 5, and no government, bombs or guns will ever be able to get anyone free of them.  There is no power to deliver mankind but His outstretched arm!     

A Prophetic Word Have Come To The Light

“Arise, shine” (Isaiah 60:1).  Someone, some persons, are suppose to arise.  Who are they?  While these words do carry a spiritual truth for all time, they also now have become unique to the end of this age and dispensation, being connected with the Day of Jehovah Tsaba (Isaiah 2:12).  Within this Day, the proud and lofty will be brought low by the Lord of Hosts, the God of angelic armies, causing the gold and silver of all nations of the earth to come into His family, into His house.  (See Isaiah 60, 61, Zechariah 2, Haggai 2).
“For ask now of the days that are past, which were before thee, since the day that God created man upon the earth, and ask from the one side of heaven unto the other, whether there hath been any such thing as this great thing is, or hath been heard like it? Did ever people hear the voice of God speaking out of the midst of the fire, as thou hast heard, and live?  Or hath God assayed to go and take him a nation from the midst of another nation, by temptations, by signs, and by wonders, and by war, and by a mighty hand, and by a stretched out arm, and by great terrors, according to all that the Lord your God did for you in Egypt before your eyes?  Unto thee it was shewed, that thou mightest know that the Lord he is God; there is none else beside him” (Deuteronomy 4:32-35).

Men do not always perceive or hear the ways of God accurately.  “Working unexpected miracles such as no one has ever heard” (Jerusalem Translation).  If God says that there is nothing greater than what is going to take place and that it is not to be compared with any other previous event, then we must not discredit or reason the Day of Jehovah Tsaba.  We simply are to take its truths and celebrate them!  

The Rending of the Heavens Touches the Earth

“Oh that thou wouldest rend the heavens, that thou wouldest come down, that the mountains might flow down at thy presence, As when the melting fire burneth, the fire causeth the waters to boil, to make thy name known to thine adversaries, that the nations may tremble at thy presence! When thou didst terrible things which we looked not for, thou camest down, the mountains flowed down at thy presence. For since the beginning of the world men have not heard, nor perceived by the ear, neither hath the eye seen, O God, beside thee, what he hath prepared for him that waiteth for him” (Isaiah 64:1-4).  God is not just opening the windows of heaven; He is ripping open the heavens!  Verse 4, being one of the most misquoted scriptures, says that man has not seen or heard God’s greatest yet.  
If things ahead are going to be greater than what Egypt saw and hear and the greatest thing since God created Adam, then must going to be great!  
What was it?  God will take all His people held in bondage in all the nations of the earth and delivered them (Haggai 2).
Nothing Can Change This Event

“Consider now from this day and upward, from the four and twentieth day of the ninth month, even from the day that the foundation of the Lord's temple was laid, consider it.  Is the seed yet in the barn? yea, as yet the vine, and the fig tree, and the pomegranate, and the olive tree, hath not brought forth: from this day will I bless you.  And I will overthrow the throne of kingdoms, and I will destroy the strength of the kingdoms of the heathen [gentiles, nations]; and I will overthrow the chariots, and those that ride in them; and the horses and their riders shall come down, every one by the sword of his brother . . . for I have chosen thee, saith the Lord of hosts” (Haggai 2:18-23).  
A Unique Generation

The promises attached to this last day age make God’s people different from the previous generations.  Others before us have seen our day, and wanted to live in it!  We are “the joy of many generations” (Isaiah 60:15)!  

The world will become so dark, waxing worse and worse, so very full of abuse and we not be able to stop it, but for the Body of Christ it will be the most glorious time!  There will be such a glorious distinction upon us that that is so much different than those in darkness that they will run, and run fast, to the light!  There will be some very wicked men that will never change and only grow worse towards darkness, but the Lord will have His bumper harvest of souls (James 5).    
“Let God be true, and every man a liar” (Romans 2:4).  The earth is the Lord’s and materials things were made by God and put in the earth for the righteous.  While we will use the majority of them for preaching the Gospel, God also desires for us to enjoy them and take pleasure in them.  Prosperity for His family is His pleasure (Psalms 35:27, Psalms 103:20-21).  

Why Condemn The Church If God Is Not?
Who shall lay any thing to the charge of God's elect? It is God that justifieth.   Who is he that condemneth? It is Christ that died, yea rather, that is risen again, who is even at the right hand of God, who also maketh intercession for us” (Romans 8:33-34).  

The Church is the living body of all of the believers who have accepted Jesus.  It is also an institution of those believers consisting of various organized groups, but there is only one Body of Christ.  We should not criticize the Church from within.  That is dangerous and the world watches us do that.
The Body of Christ is preoccupied about coming against the enemy.  The enemy is already defeated.   We are to just tread on him and walk all over him (Luke 10:19).  We are not just a little bit above the demonic realm, or the power of Satan, but far above (Ephesians 1).   

We Are the Generation That Will See the Coming of the Lord
“But of the times and the seasons, brethren, ye have no need that I write unto you” (1 Thessalonians 5:1).  We ought not to be confused about the end times.  “But ye brethren are not in darkness that that day should overtake you as a thief” (v4).  We are in the day of a vengeance to comfort, not judgment (Isaiah 61:2).  
There are two judgments, but the one now is not for destruction.  “But let us, who are of the day, be sober, putting on the breastplate of faith and love; and for an helmet, the hope of salvation” (v8).  We are not appointed to wrath or judgment (v9).   
The other judgment is the Great Tribulation full of great destruction.  It will come after the Rapture of the Church as a thief “Wherefore comfort yourselves together, and edify one another, even as also ye do” (v11).  

Not All Will Die in These Last Days
“Who died for us, that, whether we wake or sleep, we should live together with him” (v10).  Some will remain alive until the coming of the Lord while others will die before the Rapture.  Not every man needs to die. 
Jesus never preached every man must die, nor did the Apostle Paul.  Now, in the process of explanation, Paul did tell us in Romans 5 why death came upon all men, but he also said we that walk in righteousness and should reign in this life (v17).  
Death talk should be taken out of faith talk.  It get mingled with religious messages because of the misunderstood and misquoted scripture in Hebrews 9:27, “appointed unto men once to die.”  The time of death is not the appointment, but the one appointment of physical death.  Jesus took the appointment by dying for us, so there is no longer an appointment remaining!

“But I would not have you to be ignorant, brethren, concerning them which are asleep, that ye sorrow not, even as others which have no hope.  For if we believe that Jesus died and rose again, even so them also which sleep in Jesus will God bring with him” (1 Thessalonians 4:13-14).  For those that do die, no matter where their body lies is in the earth, in the grave, having been cremated, all bodies will be brought back again with their spirit.  That itself is quite a miracle!

The End Time Anointing of More Than Enough
Prophets today are speaking of the Day of Jehovah Tsaba as they catch glimpses of it in various ways.  We will have enough, and more than enough, for all sufficiency, in all things, because it will be the ability of the Church to preach the Gospel to all nations.  

“Take ye the spoil of silver, take the spoil of gold: for there is none end of the store and glory out of all the pleasant furniture” (Nahum 2:9).  
“Take the soil of silver, take the spoil of gold, for there is no end of the treasures, the glory and wealth of all of the precious furnishings” (Amplified).  “No limit to what is stored up.  The rich abundance of delightful things” (Beck).  “The plunder is endless.  All kind of precious things, untold amounts” (Berkley).  “No end to the treasure” (Jerusalem).

“Their land is also filled with silver and gold, neither is there any end of their treasures” (Isaiah 2:7).  What kind of treasures are we referring to?  The hidden treasures of silver and gold and all the precious things God made.  “Man goeth forth unto his work and to his labour until the evening. O Lord, how manifold are thy works! in wisdom hast thou made them all: the earth is full of thy riches” (Psalms 104:23-24).  What God made is good, but the wicked man took things and perverted and distorted them.    

We Will Not Substitute Money With The Walk In The Spirit
“Ask of me, and I shall give thee the heathen for thine inheritance, and the uttermost parts of the earth for thy possession” (Psalms 2:8).  No part will be withheld.
“For I know the thoughts [plans] that I think toward you, saith the Lord, thoughts of peace [to prosper], and not of evil, to give you an expected end” (Jeremiah 29:11).  The righteous gets joy.  The sinner gets travail, and His wealth will be given to the righteous.  Both will get multiplied.  

It is hard to enjoy our labor when we are being defrauded with it.  In the Day of Jehovah Tsaba, we are not giving up our spiritual love, joy and peace.  The wealth and riches of this world, currently in the wrong hands of sinners, will be converted into the lives of the people of the Body of Christ.  Money is the currency to operate in this world and a proper compensation for spiritual labor (1 Corinthians 9:14).  Money does not make anyone a better person in the heart, but does provide the opportunity for a life of greater comfort.  

God Made Things For Us To Enjoy
“This is the portion of a wicked man with God, and the heritage of oppressors, which they shall receive of the Almighty. If his children be multiplied, it is for the sword: and his offspring shall not be satisfied with bread.  Those that remain of him shall be buried in death: and his widows shall not weep, Though he heap up silver as the dust, and prepare raiment as the clay;  He may prepare it, but the just shall put it on, and the innocent shall divide the silver” (Job 27:13-17).
 “There is nothing better for a man, than that he should eat and drink, and that he should make his soul enjoy good in his labour. This also I saw, that it was from the hand of God.  For who can eat, or who else can hasten hereunto, more than I?  For God giveth to a man that is good in his sight wisdom, and knowledge, and joy: but to the sinner he giveth travail, to gather and to heap up, that he may give to him that is good before God.  This also is vanity and vexation of spirit” (Ecclesiastes 2:24-26).  The heaping now of the wicked is for whose who are good before God.  
“Behold that which I have seen: it is good and comely for one to eat and to drink, and to enjoy the good of all his labour that he taketh under the sun all the days of his life, which God giveth him: for it is his portion.  Every man also to whom God hath given riches and wealth, and hath given him power to eat thereof, and to take his portion, and to rejoice in his labour; this is the gift of God” (Ecclesiastes 5:18-19).
God blesses them and has sanctified them for His purposes.  “And he [King Uzziah] sought God in the days of Zechariah [2:8], who had understanding in the visions of God: and as long as he sought the Lord, God made him to prosper” “And his name spread far abroad; for he was marvelously [miraculously] helped, till he was strong” (2 Chronicles 26:5, 15).  The thing to remember about riches is to approach it from a godly approach.  How much can we have?  No limit.  And what shall we do with this great?  Create and enjoy all things that pertaining to life and godliness!  God has just asked us not to sin with it.  

“For the Lord thy God bringeth thee into a good land, a land of brooks of water, of fountains and depths that spring out of valleys and hills; A land of wheat, and barley, and vines, and fig trees, and pomegranates; a land of oil olive, and honey; A land wherein thou shalt eat bread without scarceness” (Deuteronomy 8:7-9).  This is the land of more than enough.

“. . . thou shalt not lack any thing in it; a land whose stones are iron, and out of whose hills thou mayest dig brass. When thou hast eaten and art full, then thou shalt bless the Lord thy God for the good land which he hath given thee” (vs. 9-10).  We will not bless the Lord unless we think it comes from Him.  Therefore, we must believe that it is His will that we do prosper, and that is not “dangerous.”  

“Lest when thou hast eaten and art full, and hast built goodly houses, and dwelt therein.   And when thy herds and thy flocks multiply, and thy silver and thy gold is multiplied, and all that thou hast is multiplied; Then thine heart be lifted up, and thou forget the Lord thy God, which brought thee forth out of the land of Egypt, from the house of bondage” (vs. 12-14). Goodly houses are luxurious and elaborate houses.
Children and youth ought to also be taught that it is God’s power who gives wealth. “And these words, which I command thee this day, shall be in thine heart: And thou shalt teach them diligently unto thy children.  And when thou shalt have eaten and be full; Then beware lest thou forget the Lord, which brought thee forth out of the land of Egypt, from the house of bondage” (Deuteronomy 6:6-7, 11, 12).

“But thou shalt remember the Lord thy God: for it is he that giveth thee power to get wealth, that he may establish his covenant which he sware unto thy fathers, as it is this day” (v18).  Take all the warning labels off of riches, gold and silver, and the blessings of God.  It is God who desires to make His people rich!  

When God Purposes Something, It Is His Plan
“The Lord of hosts hath purposed it, to stain the pride of all glory, and to bring into contempt all the honourable of the earth” (Isaiah 23:9).  
When we talk about Jehovah Tsaba, it includes all of these things: a battle, glory, trouble for some, while comfort for others.  It is also a worldwide event.  “That I will break the Assyrian in my land, and upon my mountains tread him under foot: then shall his yoke depart from off them, and his burden depart from off their shoulders.  This is the purpose that is purposed upon the whole earth: and this is the hand that is stretched out upon all the nations.  For the Lord of hosts hath purposed, and who shall disannul it? and his hand, is stretched out [orchestrated], and who shall turn it back?” (Isaiah 14:14-17).  God has gone on record that this event is His purpose, so it cannot be stopped.    
Most often great wealth is surrounded around war.  The Day of Jehovah Tsaba is no different, but the battle is fought in the heavenlies.  “Ye have nourished your hearts, as in a day of slaughter.  Ye have condemned and killed the just; and he doth not resist you” (James 5:5-6).
The Body of Christ  will not exhaust the amount that comes unto us, nor will be have to store it up for another time.  Any other view that this one puts are thinking far too small for this last age.  It is a time for the untold riches before the coming of the Lord.  The Day of Jehovah Tsaba is truly a time of miracles that no man has ever heard!

The Body of Christ Will Take Over Everything

Many know that there is to be a special period in which God will prosper His people exceptionally.  However, without the name of Jehovah Tsaba, the Lord of hosts, as a name of God, no one can know about the event we call the Day of Jehovah Tsaba.    
The only way up to now to get blessed was to give more, and that usually by sacrifice, for the blessing is in proportion to the giving.  However, there is someone ahead for all of God’s people and the sowers.  Generations after generation of faith-filled people have sown toward the Day of Jehovah Tsaba and this generation.  So, it is most certain then, we will be called the “joy of many generations” (Isaiah 60:15).
