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CELEBRATING LIBERTY, DELIVERANCE AND PROSPERITY

In the Day of Jehovah Tsaba

For “doctrine, reproof, correction, and instruction in righteousness” (2 Timothy 3:16).

This teaching is part of the revelation of the Day of Jehovah Tsaba (Isaiah 2:12), a revelation greatly studied, received, believed and now recorded and printed, with the hope and faith that many others will also believe and receive it.


Who is “the Lord of Hosts, the Lord of Glory?”  According to Psalms 24, the Lord of Hosts or Jehovah Tsaba is strong, mighty in battle and the king of glory.  Therefore, this Day is going to be marked by battle.   

The Church, whom we as believers all love and cherish because of our previous Lord Jesus Christ, is moving into days of power and might, like never seen before.  

As in any other promise and blessing from the Heavenly Father, our hearts must open up to them.  In that light, I pray that you will make these truths your own.

The Church Has a Message
“For Zion's sake will I not hold my peace, and for Jerusalem's sake I will not rest, until the righteousness thereof go forth as brightness, and the salvation thereof as a lamp that burneth.  And the Gentiles shall see thy righteousness, and all kings thy glory: and thou shalt be called by a new name, which the mouth of the Lord shall name” (Isaiah 62:1-2).
“Go through, go through the gates; prepare ye the way of the people; cast up, cast up the highway; gather out the stones; lift up a standard for the people. Behold, the Lord hath proclaimed unto the end of the world, Say ye to the daughter [branch] of Zion, Behold, thy salvation [liberty, deliverance, prosperity] cometh; behold, his reward [payment of a contract] is with him, and his work [monetary compensation, wealth, wages] before him. And they shall call them, The holy people, The redeemed of the Lord: and thou shalt be called, Sought out, A city not forsaken” (vs. 10-12). 
“Walk through the gates.  Get going.  Get the road ready for the people, a highway for them.  Get at it.  Clear the debris.  Hoist the flag.  A signal that all can see.  Yes, tell them, yes.  God has broadcasted to the whole world.  Tell branch Zion, look, your Saviour comes” (Message).    
What Is The Message?
The Lord has proclaimed the Day of Jehovah Tsaba (Isaiah 2:12).  We found the set time as God has brought it to us.  It is the prophetic word of God for this generation.  Our part is to say “yes” to it.  
The Body of Christ will go to all cities in all nations and bring liberty, deliverance and prosperity, because we will have it to give!   We are the generation of great wealth, deliverance and of liberty.  This generation is not more cherished by the Heavenly Father than the previous generations, but the set time of God has come to show us favor to mankind and we are the recipients of this great compassion.  

We are going through the gates and preparing a highway for others as part of the assignment and calling of this end time generation that we are.  “Get at it.  Clear the debris.  Hoist the flag.  Put a signal up for all men.”

The Gate Speak Of Our Business

The gates of Isaiah 60:11 will be opened continuously because the wealth will come to us (see Psalms 126).  Our doors will not be shut day or night, as the forces, the riches, the wealth, the goods, the substance, the means, men and other resources of the Gentiles will come through them.  
Having wealth and riches brings ability and influence to do good or for evil.  Because the Body of Christ is righteous and full of light, we will do righteous things with wealth and riches.  Our “jobs” will be being led by the Spirit of God and walking in peace and righteousness as to how to distribute our portions to the nations. 

“We shall also suck the milk of Gentiles, and the breasts of kings” (Isaiah 60:16).  John Wesley comments on this verse.  “The Church shall draw or receive the wealth of nations and the riches and powers of kings (whatever is most excellent) and it shall freely and effectually come from God as a mother’s milk [come to the Church].”  

 “I’ll give you only the best.  No more hand-me-downs.  Gold instead of bronze.  Silver instead of led.  Bronze instead of wood.  Iron instead of stones.  Peace will become your occupation and righteousness your boss.  No more stories of destruction for you.  You will name your main street Salvation Way and install Praise Park in the center of your town” (Isaiah 62:18 Message).  

Psalms 126 Says We Will Laugh
The whole Body of Christ will be rich with this wealth conversion and we will laugh.  
Everywhere we turn we will bump into it and more will come.  All the work of our hand will prosper because the Lord causes everything we touch will prosper (Psalms 1:3).  The Gentile world will say, “Look what the Lord has done” (v2) for them! 
We all have been sowing much, but reaping little.  God will say the wealth will be converted, or turned “like the streams in the south.”  These southern Israel floods were so powerful that the nation depended upon what they produced all year long.  Cisterns were created to hold the water that travelled quickly in torrents.
Dig Ditches and Make Avenues
“And he said, Thus saith the Lord, Make this valley full of ditches.  For thus saith the Lord, Ye shall not see wind, neither shall ye see rain; yet that valley shall be filled with water, that ye may drink, both ye, and your cattle, and your beasts”  (2 Kings 3:16-17).
Avenues and ditches are anything we find in God’s Word that are connected to a promise and we act upon, resulting in God’s blessings upon us.  All the works of our hands are avenues.

The normal way to make a ditch, or an avenue leading to a cistern to catch the water, is that the wind and the downpour of rain come before the catching of the water.  In the Day of Jehovah Tsaba, the “water” (wealth) will flow independently as it will not come in the “normal” way that we have all been familiar with.  The “flow” will cause us to “sparkle” (Isaiah 60:5) and our hearts to be enlarged and extremely cheerful because of this incredible wealth conversion that God has designed and causes to come upon us.
It is necessary that ditches are created now before the flood comes.  If not, we will not participate in the wealth conversion as effectively because, as in a natural river, it is difficult to get into the middle of a raging stream and retrieve water because of the likelihood of being caught in the raging current.

Tithing Is The Biggest Ditch And Avenue
There are tithers today who say tithing does not work.  (Malachi 3:13-15).  In the Day of Jehovah Tsaba there will be a noticeable difference with those that do tithe and those that do not.  When God appoints the distribution of His wealth (v17), there will be a discerning between those that tithe in faith, those that tithe questioning it and those that do not tithe, simply by the overwhelming blessing that will be upon the tither.

Get Out Of The Box!
In these days, we must throw away the box!  Take away the margins!  Get rid of the limiters!  Our focus is not to be on the needs, but upon the awesome provision that will be provided!

It will be said by some that we are asking too much from God.  We must expect the need to be met by His Name and the promise, not according to the need.  God wants to give us more, far exceeding anything we ask for!  But if we keep our eyes on the need, we will not be able to see the greater provision.  

God is willing to provide abundance for us!  (Ephesians 3:20)  This is the day He is bending over with favor (Psalms 102:13) and opening the windows of heaven (Malachi 3:10)!  Even Philippians 4:19 tells us that God’s answer to our needs by “His riches in glory in  Christ Jesus” and not the need!  2 Corinthians 9:8 says it this way—“every favor and earthly blessing.”  
We must see all liberty, deliverance and prosperity coming to us as a mighty force!
How Did Solomon Get Out of His Box?
Others will say that God is definitely able to get riches to us, but will question His willingness.

King David knew that God was both able and willing, so he prayed greater than Solomon’s needs.  In answering David’s prayer, God opened up His great storehouse of provision to Solomon.  “The kings of the earth will want to bring presents to my son, and show honor to him” (Psalms 72:10).  
Solomon had nothing to do with getting these riches.  No “lifestyle” decision on his part caused this prayer to be answered or any wealth and favor to come to him.  It was solely on God answering the prayers of his father David.  
Solomon never asked God for wisdom and understanding as those things were deposited into his spirit as a result of a dream.  “And Solomon awoke; and, behold, it was a dream. And he came to Jerusalem, and stood before the ark of the covenant of the Lord, and offered up burnt offerings, and offered peace offerings, and made a feast to all his servants” (1 Kings 3:15).  
Wealth and Riches Gives Us Strength!
“Wherefore David blessed the Lord before all the congregation: and David said, Blessed be thou, Lord God of Israel our father, for ever and ever.  Thine, O Lord is the greatness, and the power, and the glory, and the victory, and the majesty: for all that is in the heaven and in the earth is thine; thine is the kingdom, O Lord, and thou art exalted as head above all.  Both riches and honour come of thee, and thou reignest over all; and in thine hand is power and might; and in thine hand it is to make great, and to give strength unto all”  (1 Chronicles 29:10-12).
The secular view of Christianity today of the church is that we do not have enough, we are lacking, hurting and wanting people, and we sacrifice out of our penitence to get the Gospel to the world.  They are correct!  
Such sacrificing has not been the will of God, and King David knew that as well, as God’s people were to have given willingly out of a wealthy substance and lifestyle.  
All that we have belongs to God, and God has enough for us all!  Our response is to be thankful, offering willingly, keep this image in our hearts and get prepared.  “Now therefore, our God, we thank thee, and praise thy glorious name. But who am I, and what is my people, that we should be able to offer so willingly after this sort? for all things come of thee, and of thine own have we given thee. O Lord God of Abraham, Isaac, and of Israel, our fathers, keep this for ever in the imagination of the thoughts of the heart of thy people [the image], and prepare their heart [the Church] unto thee” (verses 13 and 14).  
The Day Of Jehovah Tsaba Is Not Late
“Be silent.  Shhh.”  The Lord is raising up out of His rest, His holy habitation” (Zechariah 2:13).  We are not arousing God.  His own plans are coming to pass.  We can believe for this event now because it has been revealed to us and it is the set time.  The flood will come from all directions, because all nations are being shaken (Haggai 2).  Life is just about ready to change for the church, forever!


It is the anointing that will bring in the goods and the plunder of the world.  The anointing that comes to us with the goods gives us the ability to go give to others (2 Corinthians 1:4).  We will go to the ends of the earth and say to them, “Thy salvation cometh” and it is here without an limits.  .

All the new things we possess will be enjoyable, but the greater event will be the wonder of our God that He did this awesome and amazing event for us.  As a result, our hearts will become so enlarged because of what will be converted to us (Isaiah 60:5).  We will sing and shout and say, “Can you believe what the Lord has done for us!”
A Word of Prophecy

God is creating new avenues for us right now to get wealth.  Put away the old methods and ways.  Put behind us our experiences.  Our methods don’t work anything.  Put behind and away from us all the knowledge we have had of the way it works and begin to say what I say.  
Begin to speak My words.  Don’t worry about you creating it.  Just begin to speak my Words about this event.  Go back to shouting and celebrating of what you have seen in my Word and watch what I’ll do for you.  I’ll do what I said.  
Stop the energy of searching for speaking words and watch how I’ll bring it to pass.  Because if you position yourself to receive this [event] out of your experience, out of your ability, you will set yourself apart from it instead of into it.  You will wonder, and you will be confused and amazed, as you see it come to pass and wonder why the fullness of it did not come to you.  But just begin to trust and say what I say, and celebrate with Me what I said, and I will celebrate it with you.  I will bring it to pass.  I’ll do it.  You won’t.  
I am setting up the final stages of the deluge that will break loose while the world sleeps.  While the world is busy with its getting up and going and getting up and going, and without them realizing it, I will open up the doors for the deluge of their riches and wealth to be converted and flow to you.  Know this, I do not vary from my Word to bring it to pass.  
It will be exactly as my Word has revealed it.  It will be exactly as my Word has spoken it. But not you.  
Say what My Word says and keep it pure and straight and celebrate it in its purest form.  You’ll get what it says and I’ll bring it to pass, because I have spoken it.
