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CELEBRATING A NO BUDGET ANOINTING

for “doctrine, reproof, correction, and instruction in righteousness” (2 Timothy 3:16).

God has made these last days like nothing before that any time period of the church age has seen or experience!  There are truths now revealed, having been written down in the scriptures, but kept secret, only now to be discovered through revelation and through preaching, for all to know, receive and expect.  

This teaching is a partial, yet complimentary teaching, to the day of the Lord of hosts, the Day of Jehovah Tsaba (Isaiah 2:12). God is giving the church the full ability and influence to preach the gospel with the riches and wealth that will requires for all to go to the nations (Mark 16:15) to bring the message of His son.  All believers will be blessed, all will be given an opportunity to partake and all will never be the same.  

Let nothing keep us from celebrating these exciting last days, though dangerous and perilous as well, because, as in any other promise and blessing to be received from the Heavenly Father, hearts must be opened up to them.  In that light, I pray that you will make these truths your own.

Wealth Is Abundant In The Earth 
There are many in our world today who does not even know how much wealth they have, nor can they even account for it.  There are things mentioned in the Bible that are more valuable than an uncountable wealth, such as long life, wisdom or being free from the fear of death.  

God’s system is designed to increase and multiply.  The wealth of the world is multiplying every day.  No one can say how much wealth there is in the world today because it is being created daily.  

The revelation from God of “Money Cometh to the Body of Christ” (a book by Leroy Thompson) was intended for the whole church.  We should desire this truth for ourselves, as well as for the masses of believers, because the wealth and the riches that are coming to the Body of Christ will change the whole world.  

The foundation of the no budget anointing is not found in material things, but in spiritual.   The no budget anointing encumbrances all of God’s blessings, both material and spiritual.

As ministers know, that if you preach about healing, then healing will come.  If there is preaching about the baptism of the Holy Spirit, the baptism will come.  So, if there begins a preaching of the no budget anointing, then the no budget anointing will come!  

Prophetic Words Get Answered In Their Season

The Body of Christ has already received the prosperity found in the laws of sowing and reaping or in the truth that God prospers the work of our hands (Psalms 1:3).  God now has also revealed about the Lord of hosts (Psalms 24) and the Day of Jehovah Tsaba (Isaiah 2:12).  He has unveiled this prophetic event that will bring vengeance to the world, while comfort to us (Isaiah 61:2-3).   The comfort would be manifested in this manner, that we could consume the riches of the Gentiles, and in their glory exchanges places with (Isaiah 60 and 61).

The Economic Numbering System
The largest number that the math and science communities refer to is quadrillion (15 zeros), and that is an unimaginable number for us.  There is more than that, but at this point they are just words and not numbers to count with.  
God thinks in terms that both science and math do not.  When God was talking to Abraham about sons and family, He said he would have more than he could number or account for.  The two expressions were “as the sands of the seas” and “stars of the skies,” “if you are able to count them” (Genesis 15:5).  
This same unlimited provision is ours because we are in covenant!  He wants our thinking as big as His.  God does not want us to talk to Him in terms of budget.  If we say, “one,” God would say “innumerable.” 

The Life Of Joseph
As we open up the scriptures in Genesis of God’s man Joseph, we find him a slave.  Neither Joseph nor his family knew about his future destiny to be extremely prosperous and a head of state.  In the beginning, it did not look like Joseph was prosperous.  “But the Lord was with Joseph and he was a prosperous man.  His master saw that the Lord was with him and that the Lord made all that he did to prosper in his hand” (Genesis 39:2-3).  
Joseph’s life can teach believers several things, one being the importance of not murmuring and complaining when we are in a difficult or tough situation.  We can also take the life of Joseph and let “everything [we]set our hand to prosper” (Psalms 1:3) even with our past mistakes.    For those who love God, He corrects past mistakes that produced sorrow and worked them out for our good (Romans 8:28).    

“And Joseph found favor (grace) in his sight and served him . . . and all that he put it into his hand” (Genesis 39:4).  “There is none greater in this house than I [Joseph says]” (v9).  That would make him the “head and not the tail” (Deuteronomy 28), while still in a slave position.   

It Appears He’s Going Down, But He’s Really Going Up!
It appears that a force kept trying to push Joseph down, keeping his dream from being fulfilled.  But in spite of all this, he kept going up!  Up, down.  Up, down.  He kept rising!

Potipher’s wife comes along to bring Joseph down.  His strong “no” sent him to prison.  “But the Lord was with Joseph and showed him mercy and gave him favor in the sight of the keeper of the prison.  And that which he did, the Lord made it to prosper” (Genesis 39:20-23).  Which way is he going?  Still up!
Even though Joseph was pushed lower to a slave position, he consistently thought of others.  God was able to use this giving lifestyle to cause favor to come to him, all the way to the end when he stood before Pharaoh.  
Not Everything Gets Manifested Immediately—There Are Suddenlies!
Two years past and Pharaoh needed a dream to be interpreted.  Another figure appears, the king’s butler, getting involved by remembering Joseph’s ability to interpret dreams.  The butler speaks up, “I remember my faults this day.  Then Pharaoh sent and called Joseph, and they brought him hastily out of the dungeon” (Genesis 41:9, 14).  Things changed for Joseph in one day.  
This will be the same for the Body of Christ—suddenlies!   We believe God’s Word whether it looks like it is so or not!  While some in the world at times may forget us, we will be remembered by others because God can cause things in our lives to be turned around!
Joseph gave the interpretation and the plan.  “And for that the dream was doubled unto Pharaoh twice; it is because the thing is established by God, and God will shortly bring it to pass.   The thing was good in the eyes of Pharaoh and all his servants” (Genesis 41:32, 37).  
“And Pharaoh said unto Joseph, Forasmuch as God hath shewed thee all this, there is none so discreet and wise as thou art” (v39).  Joseph was complimented by the king.  Pharaoh approached Joseph this way because God was with Joseph.  He was given the king’s ring as a sign of restored prosperity.  

“And Pharaoh said unto Joseph, See, I have set thee over all the land of Egypt. And Pharaoh took off his ring from his hand, and put it upon Joseph's hand, and arrayed him in vestures of fine linen, and put a gold chain about his neck; And he made him to ride in the second chariot which he had; and they cried before him, Bow the knee: and he made him ruler over all the land of Egypt. And Pharaoh said unto Joseph, I am Pharaoh, and without thee shall no man lift up his hand or foot in all the land of Egypt” (vs. 41-44). 

More Than Enough—Too Much!

God is taking the Body of Christ out of the economic slavery system of this world to a wealthy place of an unlimited no budget!

 “And he gathered up all the food of the seven years, which were in the land of Egypt, and laid up the food in the cities: the food of the field, which was round about every city, laid he up in the same. And Joseph gathered corn as the sand of the sea, very much, until he left numbering; for it was without number” (vs. 48-49).   “They quit recording it,” Barclays’ translations states.  Another translation states, “What this means is that Joseph finally stopped counting because there was no number in any known language for him to count any farther.”

In Hebrew writings, when things could not be counted any further, a term was used “as the sand of the sea.”  While this is not a modern term, it is associated with the no budget anointing the Body of Christ will experience.
Joseph Became A Different Person
Joseph had two sons, naming one Manasseh, because “God hath made me forget all my toil, and all my father's house” (Genesis 41:51).  Joseph became to think and act differently with his uncounted wealth and new world of influence and provision.  God caused him to forget his poverty working days.  (Work is not evil, but poverty is a curse.)  The second son was named Ephraim because “I [Joseph] became fruitful in the land of my afflictions” (v52).  
When we rise to this same kind of no budget untold amounts of provision kind of thinking, we too will do and act and live differently as well.  Joseph was so changed as a result of God’s hand that even his brothers did not recognize him.  We will have people not recognize us because our whole lives will be changed with God’s greatness and goodness, and with His no budget ability!
This is because the God of Israel and the God of Joseph is our God too!    

Our Lives Will Be So Different Too

We will not work for a living and our business will not be making money.  We will “suck the milk [or wealth] of the Gentile” [nations] (Isaiah 60:16), fulfill our destinies and ministries and be highly productive.  We will do noble and important things.  The harvest will be number one priority.
God is in the process of releasing us from all of our toil, and our former ways of living.  It is bigger than anything yet seen or experienced.  Right now our dreams are not big enough, so the Body of Christ still must all enlarge their hearts, open them up, for more!
The Body of Christ has had a problem with a no budget God as a no budget anointing is not just for spiritual things, like love, joy, peace, but material too, as in bank accounts!  God says, “Take ye the spoil of the gold and silver, for there is no end” (Nahum 2:9).  He will give us “the treasures of darkness and hidden riches in secret places” (Isaiah 45:3).
It Started With Abraham
“You are the possessor of heaven and earth” (Genesis 14:15) was the revelation Abraham spoke about the no budget God   Everything about God is a no budget.  “Lift up your eyes and look from the place that you are . . . for all the land you see I will give you.  I will make your descendants like the dust of the earth [uncountable] (Genesis 13:14).   “Look now and count the stars, if you are able . . . so shall your seed be” (Genesis 15:5).
The stars in the sky and the dust of the earth and the sands of the sea, are all words from God that could teach and help Abraham, and us, to learn what God meant about provision.  “Abraham, look up, look at My no budget provision for you!  Can you number it?”  Abraham believed God, and so must we!
Even though Abraham moved out of the spirit and into the flesh with the birth of Ishmael, that did not stop the promises of God in the plan of Isaac.  That will be also true for the Body of Christ, in that while we all have done fleshly things, if we just stay trusting in God’s faithfulness and mercy, He will see us through!
No Budgets—No Margins—No Limits
The Gospel is full of the concept of no margins or no limits.  It was Jesus who said that if we doubt not, but believe, all things would be possible (Mark 11).  So in the realm of impossibilities, there is no budget, nor is there any way to fully calculate all what God will do for us, through us or to us, in the realm of faith and impossibilities!
Understand this, however, that anyone who might move beyond the “normal margins or limits,” there will be others close by who will criticize that decision to reach out into areas that no one has reached before!  

But why not let it be this generation?  Why not let this generation of believers stretch themselves beyond anything ever imagined of things that God would do for man?  There was one man, in the seventh generation from Adam, Enoch, which allowed himself to “walk with God.”  He took a hold of some new levels of faith and God took him (Hebrews 11)!
We must get a hold of this one thing, and get a hold of it now!  There just isn’t anything God won’t do for us!  There are unexpected and mighty miracles awaiting the church!  
Scriptural Examples Of The No Budget Anointing
In Salvation--Romans 10

“Whosoever shall call upon the name of the Lord shall be saved” (v13).  There is not one gospel for the Jews and another for the Gentiles.  “The same Lord is rich over all who are called upon” (v12).  The key for “all” is to call upon the Lord.  “How then shall they call on him in whom they have not believed?” (v14).  Calling on Him, therefore, becomes equal to believing, being the proof that someone believes that He is.  “And how shall they believe in him of whom they have not heard? And how shall they hear without a preacher? And how shall they preach, except they be sent?” (v15).  So, God sends someone to preach so people can hear, then believe and then call upon Him.  

Salvation, simply believing God sent Jesus to save mankind from all sins, is a “no budget” word.  It has no limits.  It is for all sin, for all persons and for all times.  

In Provision--Romans 8:29-31

“For whom he did foreknow, he also did predestinate to be conformed to the image of his Son, that he might be the firstborn among many brethren. Moreover whom he did predestinate, them he also called: and whom he called, them he also justified: and whom he justified, them he also glorified. What shall we then say to these things? If God be for us, who can be against us? 


Who can be against us?  Who can stop us?  Who can affect us?  Who can?  This is definitely a dare statement.  “He who did not spare his own son, but delivered Him up for us all, how shall He not with Him also freely give us all things” (v

32).  Because God gave us His best, He will also give us all things.  This then removes every margin and all limitations for all things.  

When God gave us Jesus, He offered this truth:  there isn’t anything God won’t do for us!  No matter what anyone faces today, they can win because God will put them over.  There are just no limits with God!

In Healing and Physical Strength--Exodus 15:23


“I am the Lord Who heals you.”  The Lord is our physician, our medicine, our health.  As anyone spends time in the healing scriptures of the Bible, the revelation of freedom from the curse of sickness (Deuteronomy 28) will bring them into wholeness.  God will become to any person a healer, One who heals all the time without any limits.
1 Chronicles 29:11-12


“Thine, O Lord is the greatness, and the power, and the glory, and the victory, and the majesty: for all that is in the heaven and in the earth is thine; thine is the kingdom, o Lord, and thou art exalted as head above all. Both riches and honour come of thee, and thou reignest over all; and in thine hand is power and might; and in thine hand it is to make great, and to give strength unto all.” 


God gives unlimited strength to all.  There is nothing God is not able to give or do for us.   While people may tell us differently, God has put Himself in the position to be everything to us.  What needs to be changed to receive all things from the unlimited God is our believing and the image of ourselves.  
In Deliverance From Evil--Daniel 3


“Our God is able to deliver us, and He will” (v17) spoken by the Hebrew servants did two things.  First, it put God on record that He was going to deliver them, and secondly, the servants were not going to bow.  God’s ability was not in any way “strained”  to provide help because of the position of faith His servants took.  He supplied beyond His exceedingly great and precious promises!  “And the princes, governors, and captains, and the king's counselors, being gathered together, saw these men, upon whose bodies the fire had no power, nor was an hair of their head singed, neither were their coats changed, nor the smell of fire had passed on them” (v27).  


This whole incident was beyond all anyone could ask or think, with or without the king turning up the heat!  We all just need to get to the place that it does not surprise us as to how much God wants to bless us with His ability and willingness!  This is the omnipotent God we love, know and serve!

In Abundance And Overflow--1 Kings 4:21-28, 29 


 “And Solomon reigned over all kingdoms from the river unto the land of the Philistines, and unto the border of Egypt: they brought presents, and served Solomon all the days of his life.  And Solomon's provision for one day was thirty measures of fine flour, and threescore measures of meal, Ten fat oxen, and twenty oxen out of the pastures, and an hundred sheep, beside harts, and roebucks, and fallow deer, and fatted fowl.  And Solomon had forty thousand stalls of horses for his chariots, and twelve thousand horsemen. And those officers provided victual for king Solomon, and for all that came unto king Solomon's table, every man in his month: they lacked nothing.  And God gave Solomon wisdom and understanding exceeding much, and largeness of heart, even as the sand that is on the sea shore.”


All things are first conceived, and then created.  Solomon had possessions because God gave him a large heart, like his forefathers, as “the sands of the seas” (Genesis).  Who could possibly understand Solomon?  Why did he need peacocks (1 Kings)?  Why did he have to have the most expensive horses?  Why?  He didn’t.  It was just part of the no budget anointing that is in the seed of Abraham, and us too.  When we approach God, we must approach Him as a God who has a provision of no limits, and, with the understanding that the provision is greater than our needs.    
Psalms 126


“When God turned again the captivity of Zion, it was like a dream” (v1).  This “turn again” is reversing prosperity towards the direction of where it belongs.  It was going in one direction, but now it is coming back home!  The reverse will not be according to the need, but will be like “the streams in the south” (v4).  These streams were known as great flood tides, producing more than enough water.  This is a no budget event.

2 Corinthians 9:8


“God is able to make every favor and earthly blessing come to us.”  All throughout the Bible we see this anointing.  It is said silver was thrown out at the city gates in the days of Solomon due to the overabundance.  This is more than enough, an overflow.

Ephesians 3:20


“Now to Him who has a provision above all that we can ask or think” is what exceedingly abundant means.  It is not according to our needs, but according to His provision and our faith to receive it.  It is by the power that works toward us.  


We must continually release faith in the power of God toward us by going to the Word and drawing out the provision from the Word.  The church has demonstrated to the world that God is not very able, but we know differently!  He is well able to set us apart from them, provide for us, and provide with a no budget of anything, even with money! 

In Faith--Matthew 21:21-22

When Jesus said, “If you have faith, and doubt not,” there was no budget here!  All limitations and margins were gone!  This makes the believer move into a realm of all things that exist are possible at anytime.  

We know faith works in the heart and in the mouth, so we choose daily our victories by saying either, “God causes everything I set my hand to do to prosper,” “Nothing seems to be working out” or “It doesn’t look like anything is working out, but it is, because God makes everything I set my hand to do prosper.”

“But I’ve headed in the wrong direction,” someone says.  Who hasn’t made a mistake?  God will still bless the work of our hands and turn the wrath of our enemies and perfect the way which concerns us!  All the people in the Bible made mistakes, but God blessed them anyway.  What God blesses is blessed!  This is a no budget kind of living.

How Do We Start Living The No Budget Anointing?

We can start like God did with Solomon, enlarging his heart as the sand of the sea, learning that God never matches the provision with need or need with provision.  Because of this, the Word of God is full of the no budget anointing, and we do call Him “El Shadi,” the every need supplier (Genesis 17).
