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PROSPERITY IS GODLINESS

Things Do Get Added Unto Us
A lifestyle of godliness is always produces great gain, both now and in eternity, but material gain is not always a sign of godliness (1 Timothy 6:5-6).  Disciples of Jesus Christ are to seek Him first and things will be added to them (Matthew 6:33).  God uses the power of prosperity angels to get money and things to the Body of Christ.  The angels are with us at all the times.  
How did King Solomon in 1st Kings 10 get the gold of Sheba?  Was it because of his perfect living?  No!  Angels were dispatched to get the goods his father David prayed for Solomon to get in Ps. 72:15.  “And he shall live, and to him shall be given of the gold of Sheba.”  And when the Queen of Sheba saw this wealth, she fainted!   The words of King David had come to pass.  The Body of Christ is to operate in this same spirit of faith as King David.  
Some say in the pulpits or in books, “You must prove yourself before you can get money,” or “We are only to have money for the Gospel’s sake.”  Both of these statements are incorrect.  God greatly delights to bless His children, because we are His, and because Abraham’s blessings are ours through Christ Jesus (Galatians 3:14). 

God Has Numerous Ways To Perform
There is a belief in the Church by some that the only way to receive from God is through the law of sowing and reaping.  God has many ways He can show Himself able to bless His people.  There is a place of obedience that the Body of Christ needs to move into, however.  It is in the area of enlarging our hearts to receive more.  “Wealth and riches are in my house” (Psalms 112:3).  “The Lord will increase [us] more and more” (Psalms 115:14).  God desires for His family to show more excitement about the gold and wealth and natural material things He has created for us to enjoy.

The Created Glory
Apostle Paul spoke about the different kinds of glory in 1st Corinthians 15.   Shekina glory is the splendor and excellence reflecting from God and His presence.  The created glory of the Lord is everything He has made in His creation, which is also glorious (Genesis 1).  God speaks to man through this created glory of His.  

This Bible interpretation law of first reference establishes a specific truth for the rest of the Bible.  In that light, “glory” in Genesis 31:1, as the first reference, refers to things created.  “And the man [Jacob] increased exceedingly and had much cattle and maidservants and menservants and camels and donkeys.  And Jacob heard Laban’s sons complaining, Jacob has taken away all that was our fathers; he has acquired all this wealth and honor from what belongs to our father” (Genesis 30:43-31:1).

“You have gotten all the glory from our father” was Laban’s son’s remarks when they saw Jacob with things, or the created glory.  It is absolutely not wrong to recognize the created glory of God, nor are we taking away from God when we talk about gold and call it glorious, because it is glorious.  “Gold is good” (Genesis 2:12).  
Psalms 24 is the reference where God establishes His title of “King of Glory.”  This title has nothing to do with an emotional good feeling of spirituality, but God’s created glory.  With this truth, however, we have not discredited that there is the Shekina glory, or the presence of God, and we also delight in that.  But the Body of Christ needs to get “comfortable” with the talk and ownership of wealth and riches, the things God talks about and possess.

These things belong to God, and we belong to Him to, so they also belong to us!
