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ENLARGING OUR HEARTS FOR THE WEALTH OF GOD
Can you see yourself with unlimited wealth and riches, beyond counting them?  Are you ready to “sparkle” with the created glory of God, reflecting His splendor?

Our God is a Wealthy God
Wealth is a righteous cause!  “Let them shout for joy, and be glad, that favor my righteous cause: yea, let them say . . . Let the Lord be magnified, which hath pleasure in the prosperity of his servants” (Psalms 35:27).  The Body of Christ must be delivered from poverty thinking, and a slave mentality in regards to material things.  

Along with honor and esteem and righteous living, God desires that our hearts be enlarged for the wealth, riches, abundance, gold, silver and all the goods, that He has created for us to enjoy (1 Timothy 6:17).  We are not taking away from the “spiritual glory” of God when we enjoy nice things, or talk about gold.  Actually, we are bragging on God when we do!
Yes, we are “rich” in Christ Jesus through the new birth, but it is also “okay” to be rich in the natural goods of this earth as believers!  God fully desires us to enjoy and have the things He created, because they belong to Him, and we belong to Him!  
Wealth a Blessing
It is a redemption right to be prosperous.  Wealth is a third part of the redemption message that came through Jesus Christ, delivering mankind from the curse of poverty, sickness and spiritual death.  Therefore, we should not have any trouble claiming as it is our own.  We receive healing from God; why not riches?  

The world is not interested in Church right now because we do not have any gold to match their gold.  God said, “And the gold of that land is good” (Genesis 2:12).  Gold in the hands of the righteous will be used for righteous causes.  Gold will flow through the hands of believers for good.  

The blessing of the Abrahamic covenant was one of material blessings.  “I will make of thee a great nation, and I will bless thee [first purpose] . . . and thou shall be a blessing [second purpose]” (Genesis 12:2).  The Amplified Version states:  “I will bless you [with abundant increase of favors] . . . and you will be a blessing [dispersing good to others].”  Blessed first, then blessed to be a blessing.  Would not that infer that God wants us to have and enjoy the blessings first, and then disperse them?  
Misconceptions About Wealth
The Church has put warning labels on riches and wealth for decades, assuming that if believers had gold or riches it would cause them to sin.  As a result, hearts have been closed to the finer things in life found in the Body of Christ.  Sin is found in the heart of man, and the source of sin in not found in the level of comfort of one’s earthly natural life.

Some in the Body of Christ have viewed themselves as poor and unworthy of possessing wealth, perhaps always desiring it yet never possessing it.  But God has always instructed His people, both Old and New Testaments, to occupy the lands they live in, to rule and reign and to  take authority and dominion!   That can not happen in its purest form without the influence and ability of wealth and riches.
Wealth does not come to a person because of where they live, because of their gender or their nationality.  Those are incidental matters.  Wealth is not withheld from a person because they have not proven to God that they could handle it.  That is a degrading and debilitating attitude and not true.  What qualifies a person for wealth is that they worship the Creator more than the creation (Romans 1).
We Must Change Our Thinking!

We have closed our hearts to the created things of this world, thinking that we were pleasing to God by not having affection for the things He created.  We were only to have affection for our home in heaven.  “If you then be in Christ . . . set your affections on things above, not on things on the earth” (Colossians 3:1-2).  
To set our affections on things above” does not remove believers from enjoying the material and natural blessings of earth.  We can focus on the spiritual kingdom within us while  we are also enjoying this earthly life, like Father Abraham had and enjoyed, while serving God. We ought to have things, but things are just not to have us, or be first!  “Our hearts are fixed, trusting in the Lord” (Psalms 112:7), not the things.  
However, it seems that too many in the Body of Christ cannot either see themselves rich, or maybe even more crucial, believe it is godly to be rich.  We are caught in a slavery mentality, and all need to be delivered!  We are not taking away from the “spiritual glory” of God when we enjoy things or become rich.  God and riches go together.

God’s Created Glory Is For His Family
We will be given the glory of this world (the created goods and things) so we will take the glory of God to the world, introducing them to Jesus.  We will use the world’s glory and introduce them to God’s glory, the Lord Jesus Christ!  We will enjoy His love more and more!

The earth’s goods are everything God has made.  “The earth is the Lord’s and the fullness thereof, the world, and they that dwell therein” (Psalms 24:1).  This includes all goods, abilities, influences, precious treasures and the beauty and glory of the nations.  He is the Lord of glory!
God knows we will make mistakes with wealth, but we do favor His righteous cause!  The only warning given to the Israelites in Deuteronomy 8:7, 9, after God had “[brought] them into a good land, a land of brooks of water, of fountains and springs . . . a land in which you shall eat food without shortage and lack nothing in it,” that they were to not forget Him!  “Beware that you forget the Lord your God” (V11).  That was the Israelites only warning!
An Economic Conversion Is Happening
Currently the devil has possession of most of it, but that’s changing!  Influence, ability, goods, splendid precious things and the riches of all the nations are being converted to the Body of Christ (Isaiah 60 and 61).  

“When the Lord turned again the captivity of Zion it seemed like a dream” (Psalms 126:1).  “Turned again” means to reverse prosperity back, bringing it home or deliver it back.  The home is belongs to is the Church, God second family in the earth.  Our poverty captivity will be reversed, as “streams in the south” (v4), which flooded very year with torments of rain.

The wealth of sinner is being converted to us.  We shall enjoy it.  We shall have more than we can count or use.  We will shine, and be radiant with it (Isaiah 60:1).  We will reflect the splendor and glory of God.
How To Respond To These Truths
Like all other Bible matters that require faith and action to receive them and bring them to pass, we need to change our thinking, our believing, our speaking, our actions and our visions.  The Body of Christ will need to cooperate with the Spirit of God to enlarge our hearts.

We can relax, and let God.  We can “cast our cares” (1 Peter 5:7).  It is God’s will for us to have wealth.  It just should not surprise the Church how much God wants His people to have this world’s created glory!  It’s just simply okay to be rich.  
So, “lift up your head” (Psalms 24:7).  Lift up your eyes, up, up, up!
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
