Wealth Is Neutral

Wealth—extreme abundance—provides any person who possess it, the advantage and ability to do with it things of a good nature or things with an evil nature.  Having wealth does not corrupt anyone because corruption does not come from the outside, but from within.  “A good man out of the treasure of his heart does good things” (Matthew 12:34).  
Currently, the Body of Christ has lacked the ability to do many great things for good in the earth merely because of not controlling the wealth of the earth, not because of lack of power or vision.  In contrast, the Gentile world of the unsaved has corrupted and abused wealth.  

All God’s Creation Is Glorious
God is glorious and everything He does is glorious.  It must be recognized and preached that there is a difference between the glory of God’s presence (shekina), and the glory of those things He has created for us to enjoy (1 Timothy 6:17).
The Church Once Forsaken is Now Chosen
“For thy Maker is thine husband; the Lord of hosts is his name; and thy Redeemer the Holy One of Israel; The God of the whole earth shall he be called. For the Lord hath called thee as a woman forsaken and grieved in spirit, and a wife of youth, when thou wast refused, saith thy God. For a small moment have I forsaken thee; but with great mercies will I gather thee. In a little wrath I hid my face from thee for a moment; but with everlasting kindness will I have mercy on thee, saith the Lord thy Redeemer” (Isaiah 54:4-8; Galatians 4:27).
There are three nations in the earth today:  the Jews, the Gentiles and the Body of Christ (1 Corinthians 10:32).  The Body of Christ should never call itself a rebellious or wicked church, destroying itself with its own words.  We are the holy nation, redeemed and paid for, by the blood of Jesus.  “But ye are a elect race, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people for God's own possession, that ye may show forth the excellencies of him who called you out of darkness into his marvellous light” (1 Peter 2:9).  Even though Israel is scattered temporarily, they can still declare that God did make them a nation at one time.

While the Jews do not recognize the Church as belonging to God, there is a godly flow and connection between Old Testament prophecies and the New Testament promises.  “Doubtless thou art our father, though Abraham be ignorant of us, and Israel acknowledge us not: people thou, O Lord, art our father, our redeemer; thy name is from everlasting” (Isaiah 63:16).  
The Greatness of God’s Shakenings
The changes and shakings going on through the world economically is part of the wealth transfer that has been written for the Church (Proverbs 13:22).  It will be force of economical conversation, in the form of a tidal wave or a tsunami.  “As when the melting fire burneth, the fire causeth the waters to boil [to gush over the boundaries], to make thy name known to thine adversaries, that the nations may tremble at thy presence!” (Isaiah 64:2).  
The Church will control the earth’s wealth the world currently possess.  “To give unto them beauty for ashes, the oil of joy for mourning, the garment of praise for the spirit of heaviness” (Isaiah 61:3).  It will become the wealthiest institution in the world, far surpassing anything that the world’s corporate world has ever known.  “But ye shall be named the Priests of the Lord: men shall call you the Ministers of our God: ye shall eat the riches of the Gentiles, and in their glory [the created world] shall ye boast [exchange places with] yourselves” (v6). 
“And the profits of trade will become holiness of the Lord, and it will not be horarded up, but it will be used for the ministers of God, that they may have plenty, and be furnished suitable for those who wait at God’s altar”  (Isaiah 23:18).
It Is God’s Justice to Bring Comfort to The Church
Isaiah 61 is the clearly about the Messianic period we are now living in, a deliverance for the Church. “And their seed shall be known among the Gentiles, and their offspring among the people: all that see them [the Gentiles] shall acknowledge them, that they are the seed which the Lord hath blessed” (v9).  

God is bringing justice to those who have been are wronged. “For I the Lord love judgment, I hate robbery for burnt offering; and I will direct their work in truth, and I will make an everlasting covenant with them” (Isaiah 61:8).  “Robbery” means to plunder another, or step on others to get to a higher level.  “Burnt offering” is incorrectly interpreted, but placed here because in the Old Testament burnt offerings were the way people ascended to God.  Direct[ing] work in truth” is God personally taking charge of our secular work, because the “wages from labor” have been crying out (James 5).

“And I will come near to you to judgment; and I will be a swift witness against the sorcerers, and against the adulterers, and against false swearers, and against those that oppress the hireling in his wages, the widow, and the fatherless, and that turn aside the stranger from his right, and fear not me, saith the Lord of hosts” (Malachi 3:5).  The Complete Biblical Library says, “Near the time for me to visit you with judgment, I will move in an event bearing witness against the sorcerers.”
 “Thou shalt arise [Isaiah 60], and have mercy upon Zion [a hill or the church triumphant]:  for the time to favour her, yea, the set time, is come” (Psalms 102:13).  The set time is Isaiah 61:3:  “To appoint unto them that mourn in Zion.”  
“For thy servants take pleasure in her stones [we are the stones], and favour the dust thereof.  “So the heathen [gentiles, the strangers, the aliens] shall fear the name of the Lord, and all the kings of the earth thy glory. When the Lord shall build up Zion, he shall appear in his glory.  He will regard the prayer of the destitute, and not despise their prayer. This shall be written for the generation to come: and the people which shall be created [the new creation, or the Body of Christ] shall praise the Lord. For he [Jehovah] hath looked down from the height of his sanctuary; from heaven did the Lord behold the earth; To hear the groaning of the prisoner [James 5] ; to loose those that are appointed to death [Hebrews 10]; To declare the name of the Lord in Zion, and his praise in Jerusalem” (Isaiah 60:14-21).
