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“BLESSED, HAPPY, FORTUNATE AND TO BE ENVIED”

For “doctrine, reproof, correction, and instruction in righteousness” (2 Timothy 3:16)

Have you ever considered what “bless” means?  
“God bless you” is perhaps the most quoted public greeting.
God is a God of blessings, and to His joy and delight, He made a covenant, or an agreement, to bless those that are His and follow His commandments.  “I will bless you [with abundant increase of favors] . . . and you will be a blessing [dispersing good to others]” (Genesis 12:1-3).  We are to be blessed first, and then to be a blessing to others.

We can see from selected scriptures below that this word has several meanings:  “happy, fortunate and to be envied.”  It is really exciting to see under what conditions a person can be blessed!  God intended those who love and serve Him to be happy, fortunate and to be envied!
So, let’s enjoy being blessed, and God bless you!
And Leah said, I am happy, for women will call me blessed (happy, fortunate, to be envied); and she named him Asher [happy].  (Genesis 30:13)
Blessed (Happy, fortunate, prosperous, and enviable) is the man who walks and lives not in the counsel of the ungodly [following their advice, their plans and purposes], nor stands [submissive and inactive] in the path where sinners walk, nor sits down [to relax and rest] where the scornful [and the mockers] gather.  (Psalms 1:1)
Blessed (Happy, fortunate, to be envied) is he whose sin is covered.  Blessed (happy, fortunate, to be envied) is the man to whom the Lord imputes no iniquity and in whose spirit there is no deceit.  (Psalms 32:1, 2)

Psalm 33:12.  Blessed (Happy, fortunate, to be envied) is the nation whose God is the Lord, the people He has chosen as His heritage.  (Psalms 33:12)

Blessed (Happy, fortunate, to be envied) is the man who makes the Lord his refuge and trust, and turns not to the proud or to followers of false gods.  (Psalms 40:4)

Blessed (Happy, fortunate, to be envied) is he who considers the weak and the poor; the Lord will deliver him in the time of evil and trouble.  (Psalms 41:1)

Blessed (Happy, fortunate, to be envied) are those who dwell in Your house and Your presence; they will be singing Your praises all the day long.  Blessed (happy, fortunate, to be envied) is the man whose strength is in You, in whose heart are the highways to Zion.  (Psalms 84:4, 5)

Blessed (Happy, fortunate, to be envied) are the people who know the joyful sound [who understand and appreciate the spiritual blessings symbolized by the feasts]; they walk, O Lord, in the light and favor of Your countenance!  (Psalms 89:15)

Blessed (Happy, fortunate, to be envied) is the man whom You discipline and instruct, O Lord, and teach out of Your law.  (Psalms 94:12)

Blessed (Happy, fortunate, to be envied) are those who observe justice [treating others fairly] and who do right and are in right standing with God at all times.  (Psalms 106:3)
Blessed (Happy, fortunate, to be envied) is the man who fears (reveres and worships) the Lord, who delights greatly in His commandments.  (Psalms 112:1)
Blessed (Happy, fortunate, to be envied) are the undefiled (the upright, truly sincere, and blameless) in the way [of the revealed will of God], who walk (order their conduct and conversation) in the law of the Lord (the whole of God's revealed will) [and] who seek, inquire for and of Him and crave Him with the whole heart.  (Psalms 119:1, 2)
Happy (Blessed, fortunate, prosperous, to be envied) are the people whose God is the Lord!  (Psalms 144:15)
Happy (blessed, fortunate, enviable) is he who has the God of [special revelation to] Jacob for his help.  (Psalms 146:5)  

Happy (Blessed, fortunate, enviable) is the man who finds skillful and godly Wisdom, and the man who gets understanding [drawing it forth from God's Word and life's experiences].  (Proverbs 3:13)

Blessed (Happy, fortunate, to be envied) is the man who listens to me, [wisdom] watching daily at my gates, waiting at the posts of my doors.  (Proverbs 8:34)

He who despises his neighbor sins [against God, his fellowman, and himself], but happy (blessed and fortunate) is he who is kind and merciful to the poor.  (Proverbs 14:21)
The righteous man walks in his integrity; blessed (happy, fortunate, enviable) are his children after him.  (Proverbs 20:7)
Where there is no vision [no redemptive revelation of God], the people perish; but he who keeps the law [of God, which includes that of man]--blessed (happy, fortunate, and enviable) is he.  (Proverbs 29:18)

Her children rise up and call her [a woman who fears the Lord] blessed (happy, fortunate, and to be envied); and her husband boasts of and praises her.  (Proverbs 31:28)
Blessed (happy, fortunate, to be envied) are all those who [earnestly] wait for Him, who expect and look and long for Him [for His victory, His favor, His love, His peace, His joy, and His matchless, unbroken companionship]. (Isaiah 30:18)
Blessed and happy and  enviably fortunate and spiritually prosperous are those who are persecuted for righteousness' sake (for being and doing right), for theirs is the kingdom of heaven!  (Matthew 5:10) 

Blessed (happy, to be envied, and spiritually prosperous--with life-joy and satisfaction in God's favor and salvation, regardless of their outward conditions) are the merciful, for they shall obtain mercy!  (Matthew 5:7)

Blessed (happy, fortunate, and to be envied) is he who takes no offense at Me and finds no cause for stumbling in or through Me and is not hindered from seeing the Truth.  (Matthew 11:6)
But blessed (happy, fortunate, and to be envied) are your eyes because they do see, and your ears because they do hear.  (Matthew 13:1)
Then Jesus answered him, Blessed (happy, fortunate, and to be envied) are you, Simon Bar-Jonah.  For flesh and blood [men] have not revealed this to you, but My Father Who is in heaven.  (Matthew 16:17)
Blessed (happy, fortunate, and to be envied) is that servant whom, when his master comes, he will find so doing.  (Matthew 24:46)
