God Has His Pioneers

God Told Me I Can!
In the Christian life, the “dogs” bark to stop believers from either getting to or fulfilling the plan of God for their lives, or to stop their wagons!  If you are going to make a difference in this world, you will always be talked about, have troublemakers and have barking dogs.  But those that stay focused moving forward will not be stopped by the barking dogs!  

Who Are The “Dogs?”

Philippians 3:2 tells us what Apostle Paul gives believers a warning of.
“Beware of dogs, beware of evil workers, beware of the concision.” (KJ)
“Watch out for those people who behave like dogs! They are evil and want to do more than just circumcise you.”  (CEV)
Dogs would therefore be a type of the devil.  It could mean and included Satan’s lies and tricks in the areas of fear and terror, doubt and unbelief, religious spirits, guilt and condemnation or hate and revenge.

Talk Louder than the Barking Dogs

Never face the devil with your mouth shut!  He barks all the time using his “mouth” to defeat Christians out of their victory with words.  Just be louder than the devil and say like Jesus did in Matthew 4:10, “It is written.”  This will keep your wagons rolling forward!
