“Through faith also Sara herself received strength to conceive seed, and was delivered of a child when she was past age, because she judged him faithful who had promised” (Hebrews 11:11).

Sarah, the wife of Abraham, and the mother of Isaac, in the lineage of Jesus Christ, the Messiah, learned faith in God through her own personal experiences.  All believers must make their own faith a reality, for the just shall live by their faith (Habakkuk 2:4).

Sarah overheard a conversation.  “Shall a child be born unto him that is an hundred years old? and shall Sarah, that is ninety years old, bear,” (Genesis 17:17).  She did experience doubt for a short season, but later “laughed within herself, saying, After I am waxed old shall I have pleasure, my lord being old also” (Genesis 18:12).  
While Sarah did first treat this Divine message with ridicule, she did accept it and in faith and confidence to God’s promises for her life.
We also must grow in faith in the faithfulness of God’s promises to us.  The promises of God are exceeding great and precious and unconditional.  They include in them things temporal, spiritual, and eternal.
Humanly speaking, both Sarah and her husband were past child-bearing years so naturally such an event was impossible.  But because Sarah knew that it was God who said the promise, she stopped doubting and began to believe what God had promised He was able to perform it.  
Sarah had no other confidence or expectation apart from God’s Word.  Therefore, she received the power to conceive (Hebrews 11:11).  This strength she received from God to retain seed, through her husband, was of the Almighty power working within her.
God is faithful to all His promises.  He cannot fail or deceive us.  He never changes His mind or forgets His Word.  He is able to perform it as the God of truth.  He has never failed in His faithfulness.  Therefore, Sarah judges Him faithful in her faith, and we can too!
