There is a Fulfillment in the Life of Faith

There is nothing more fulfilling in the faith walk of a Christian than to step out—move forward in life—only on the Word of God and nothing else, and experience the positive results.  Senses and reasoning will resist us in this quality decision, but we do not have to give in.
Faith is making a decision to believe that what God said is true.  It is never based on feeling.  Faith, or believing, is always a decision to trust in the fact that something is.  Faith always works with corresponding actions to complete it cycle, bringing the promise into view.
“Whosoever shall say . . . and shall not doubt . . . but shall believe that those things which he saith shall come to pass, he shall have whatsoever he saith” (Mark 11:23).  In other words, whosesoever will make a decision that what they say will come to pass, they shall have whatsoever they say.
Faith Always Speak
Faith’s purposes are not for spiritual things that believers have already been given through the new birth, such as peace, joy or the gifts of Spirit.  Faith is to be used to obtain the things and promises of God that we have not yet experienced or have.
The spirit of faith says only that which it believes.  “I believed, therefore I have spoken” (2 Corinthians 4:13).  All things in our life are connected to our words and that which we believe in our hearts.  Therefore, to be successful in the walk of faith requires us to put a guard over our mouths (1 Peter 3:10-11), to say only what we desire and believe (Mark 11:23) and speak the Word of God only (Matthew 8:7). 

God created the world with words and He has always operated in faith.  He has instructed His children to do likewise.  “Let all the earth fear the Lord [revere and worship Him]; let all the inhabitants of the world stand in awe of Him.  For He spoke, and it was done; He commanded, and it stood fast” (Psalms 33:8-9 AMP).

What about Patience?
Patience is part of the faith walk.  “That ye be not slothful, but followers of them who through faith and patience inherit the promises” (Hebrews 6:12).  Inheriting the promises of God is the end result of faith, so we must let patience “work” through consistent confession of faith.  We do not pray for patience.  

Patience is the uncompromisingly act of not wavering—consistently.  Unwavering faith is full of patience.  Hebrews 10:23 says we are to “Hold fast the profession of our faith.”   God does not waiver or change, but mankind is surely tempted to.

It is the trial of our faith that works patience, not just the trial.  Patience will result in the perfect work of “wanting nothing” (Jam. 1:4) as we let it perfect, mature and complete us.  We should not let trials change our confession of faith or the corresponding action that compliments our faith.

Faith Partners With Corresponding Actions

Faith is always released by the mouth, but cannot get completed unless and until acted upon.  It has to have corresponding actions or it will not profit.  Faith must have a partner, and this partner is corresponding actins, or Spirit-directed obedience.  It is the corresponding action and the faith that brings the manifestation.  “So also faith, if it does not have works (deed and actions of obedience to back it up), by itself is destitute of power (inoperative, dead)” (James 2:17 AMP).

Faith will become “handicapped” without any corresponding action to compliment it unto its completion.  There must be actions corresponding with our faith.  We do not “invent” the actions, but get the plan and wisdom from the Holy Spirit of God.
Abraham’s works made his faith complete.  His “supreme expression” in James 2:22 was that supernatural divine wisdom and counsel from God to see him through.  The Holy Spirit is always trying to get us to those places of supreme expression of faith projects by communicating to us through the inner man.  

Listen for Faith’s Voice from the Holy Spirit
It is this supreme expression that produces the manifestations we want.  We will enter into faith’s rest when we see the manifestation of the supreme expression.  Courage is a key!    We obey what He tells us to do to get the miracle.  Jesus was a master at living this way.

Faith is not a contest, and merely staying in patience to the end is not the goal but the manifestation of it is.  A person must continue on steadily until we receive the manifestation.

Faith’s actions are real.  We do not pretend that we are healed, for instance, but press towards until the manifestation of wholeness.  Listen for faith.  It has a voice.  “I will go,” and they went, brought in one Bible miracle.    

Mental Assent—Faith’s Greatest Enemy
“Faith is the substance [a reality] of things hoped for—the evidence [reality] of things not seen” (Hebrews 11:1).  People who understand faith would say, “I have the victory now” and then proceed to act in accordance with that victory, acting in the face of contradicting circumstances!  
This is because the Word of God is truly a reality, and now!  Mental assent looks like faith because it also confesses the Word of God, but it stops before the important step in faith’s cycle of acting like the promise is true before it is seen.  Those operating in mental assent do not truly have the Word of God as a reality to them.
