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“And He Healed Them All” (Luke 6:19) Healing School

For “doctrine, reproof, correction, and instruction in righteousness” (2 Timothy 3:16)

"He is dead."
Jesus named Lazarus dead (John 11:14) to get an important message taught to His followers about Himself.  Then, in order to raise Lazarus from the dead, Jesus had to NAME Himself "the resurrection and the life" (v25).  
Martha said, "I know that he shall rise again in the resurrection at last day" (v24).  This statement of Martha’s is much like where the Church is today.  We are not exercising the power of raising people from the dead.  
Is Jesus here in power through us or not?  Is the “I AM” for only the future or also for the now?   No, the I AM is here now within believers!

A believer strong in this kind of faith would say this to a dead person: 

“Jesus is here.  I brought Him here.  I have His Name.  
I dwell in Him and He  in me.  I speak for Him.  Rise, and come forth, now!”  
Let us not any longer put Jesus, who is the resurrection and the life, at the end of life!  He is here now to bring life!  He told Martha that “Thy brother shall rise again” (v23) because her brother was going to rise then, because the I AM, the resurrection and the life, was with them!  
This kind of faith power is available NOW for the Church, but believers will have to call Jesus what He is NOW, which is the resurrection and the life NOW!
Rename Your Sickness “Healed”
 Jesus said about Lazarus in that “This sickness is not unto death” (John 11:4 ).  Jesus had to RENAME it from what Lazarus’ sisters named it verse 3:  “He whom thou lovest is sick.”   

A believers must do the same thing when a doctor names sickness over them.  The believer must RENAME that evil report “whole” or “healed.”  All believers have been given the authority from God to RENAME their sickness what God says it is—“healed!”

Doctors do not have the final word, authority, power or dominion, over believers in this kind of faith to name a sickness incurable or terminal.  What a person believes and speaks about their own life has the final say.  Because Jesus is the Healer, a believer can RENAME their sickness, “healed!”
