Understanding the Curse of the Law

Israel had a privilege given by God in the Old Testament wherein they could come to Him being their “Jehovah Rapha,” the Lord their Healer, their medicine or their physician.  
God would keep them well as they stayed under the covenant He gave them.  Deuteronomy 28 explains both the curses and the blessings of this covenant.
The curse of the law included every sickness and every disease mentioned, or not mentioned, plus any they had seen during the 400 years they were captive in Egypt.  All sickness was included (v61), so it was not necessary for them to make a list of their sickness to determine whether or not they would be healed of them, because they all were included.
No More Lists!

As new creatures in Christ Jesus, we also do need to make a list.  Jesus nailed the curse of the law to the cross (Galatians 3:13), and we have received Jesus.  The promise is still in effect.

Standing Upright Before God


A mother in the Bible wanted her daughter healed from a tormenting devil.  

“Then Jesus went thence, and departed into the coasts of Tyre and Sidon.  And, behold, a woman of Canaan came out of the same coasts, and cried unto him, saying, Have mercy on me, O Lord, thou Son of David; my daughter is grievously vexed with a devil. But he answered her not a word. And his disciples came and besought him, saying, Send her away; for she crieth after us.  But he answered and said, I am not sent but unto the lost sheep of the house of Israel. Then came she and worshipped him, saying, Lord, help me. But he answered and said, It is not meet to take the children's bread, and to cast it to dogs.  And she said, Truth, Lord: yet the dogs eat of the crumbs which fall from their masters' table.  Then Jesus answered and said unto her, O woman, great is thy faith: be it unto thee even as thou wilt.  And her daughter was made whole from that very hour” (Matthew 15:21-28).

While we could focus on the faith of the woman in this story, which in itself is marvelous, the lesson to learn is what Jesus taught about the “children’s bread.”  He called healing the children’s bread because God had already given it to them in the covenant and it could be taken of freely, as it was already on the table.  It was there to be received, and this mother knew that healing was on the table for her daughter.

The woman displayed an understanding to stand upright before Jesus that the disciples or the other Jews around Jesus did not have.  “True, Master,” she said.  “Giving bread to the dogs is not appropriate, but they do get the crumbs that fall from the table.”  Whose table?  The children’s table.
She valued the power of this bread crumb, knowing that it would be enough power.  She literally was saying, “I don’t need a lot of bread, just the crumb” because she believed in the power that was already there in just one crumb!
The woman’s daughter was healed “on that saying” (v28).  The mother took the opportunity to come to Jesus with courage and she got what she desired!
God’s Timing for Healing Is Now
People travel from healing service to healing service and leave still not well.  Others untaught or in unbelief may say, “Maybe this is the time for my healing.”  
Much wrong speaking and judging on the matters of faith happen by looking at the circumstances and not what God says about the matter.  The Word already declares God’s timing.  “By His stripes we were healed.”  This fact is past tense.  Today is always the day of our salvation and deliverance of the accepted time for healing or deliverance.   

Revelation of this Bible truth and others must get into the heart of a person for them to receive their power of it.  Like the woman, we stand upright in the presence of God without cowering and without inferiority.  We stand in confidence that we will receive.
Healing Is Ours

God put healing on the table for us.  We do not need to plead with God, beg or cry for it.  Because it really belongs to us already, is it necessary to go anywhere to get it, whether either to  God or to a preacher, because it us already on the table?  

We just take it!

The Body of Christ has all the provisions of God right now.  There isn’t anything God has that we cannot receive from Him.  Every promise in Christ gets its “yes” (2 Corinthians 1:20).  We are to just add our “Amen!”
