THE DOCTRINE OF LAYING ON OF HANDS

For “doctrine, reproof, correction, and instruction in righteousness” (2 Timothy 3:16)

Dear Friend,

There is an anointing within your spirit as a believer in Jesus, the Healer, to heal your body.  Take it; use it; it is yours!

If there are any kind of minor aliments, pain or disorders in your body, or  your body is just not quite working right and you need healing for your body or organs to function right, lay hands on yourself.  (In this instance, I am not referring to the greater manifestation needed of creative miracles for new body parts.  That is another matter of faith’s principals that need to be in operation.)

Rejoice in the results!  Then, go and lay hands on others, in the Name of Jesus, so they too can recover!  “They shall lay hands on the sick, and they shall recover” (Mark 16:18).  

The Simple Process of Laying Hands for Healing 

1. All believers should desire to become a healer of the sick.  This is not a hard thing to do.  We have power to heal infirmities in ourselves as well.  
2. The Bible says, “They shall lay hands on the sick.”  It does not say, “slap the sick” or “press hard on the sick.”  Lay simply place a hand on the affirmed person, like the arm or shoulder.  Any noise or body vibrations are also not necessary.  As a hand is layed upon the infirmed person or yourself, simply say, “Be healed; be made whole, in the Name of Jesus.”
3. An anointing from God is being released with the contact of our hands to the sick, transmitting spiritual power out of the heart to heal the sick.  This is the doctrine of laying on of hands, or the law of contact and transmission
4. When laying hands upon yourself, also speak to your body that the infirmity be removed (Mark 11:23).   Our bodies shall obey our voice in the same manner as speaking to the mountain.  God requires us to take control of our bodies.  We command them to function properly as God created them to.  
5. God’s Word does not have any expiration date, so our bodies should work for as many years as we need them to.  If that were not so, God would have told us differently.  
Every promise is ours—every eternal, everlasting, unchangeable Word of the living God is ours!
