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THE FAITH THAT DOUBTS

“And He Healed Them All” (Luke 6:19) Healing School

For “doctrine, reproof, correction, and instruction in righteousness” (2 Timothy 3:16)

My pastor heard a phrase in his heart, the “faith that doubts.”  In asking the Lord about it, Jesus said it was something that believers needed to understand and be warned about.  
It almost sounds like a contradiction on the surface, but as we get the revelation of what Jesus meant, we will see our life of faith improve.

As new creatures in Christ Jesus (2 Corinthians 5:17), faith is not something we just have; it is also something we use.  A quality decision of faith is one in which a person steps out on what God has said, trusting in that only and not in feelings or emotions.   
Faith draws the presence and promise of God towards any circumstance.  When this quality decision to trust a promise is made, faith is released by speaking what is believed in the heart.  This is the spirit of faith (2 Corinthians 4:13).  
When a problem arrives, like an unexpected medical report, a crisis or a financial need, the quality decision to keep the heart fixed on the promise is the anchor of the soul until the desired result is seen (Psalms 112:7-8).  A person of faith would prayer to the Father in a fashion as this:  
“Father, You said that I can cast my care upon you regarding this matter because You care for me, so I am doing that right now.  I bring this care to You right now so that You would take care of it.  You now have the care and I don’t, so I won’t be caring about it any more.”  

Such type of prayer would be considered the release of or using faith.  Once that was done that, there is nothing to do to better that.  All that is needed now is to stand on the promise that has been received.  Adding anything to what has already has transpired is most often an action of either fear or doubt.  The faith that doubts would be faith that would do something after the care was given to the Father.  It would be a reaction to the care, rather than a stand of faith.  

The correct response is a “no response.”  According to Jesus, doing something in addition to what has already been prayed and believed and received is the “faith that doubts.”  A person cannot make anything happen on their own efforts, but must instead just stand on their confession of faith.  
Doing additional spiritual, like more confession or calling for help from others, may be actions in the realm of fear or doubt.  They look like faith, but in essence they are really fear and doubt.  The Holy Spirit inside the believer will aid them to what any “additional” actions may mean—whether faith, doubt or waivering.

Is it possible that some prayers are prayed in unbelief because they are prayed in a moment of fear or panic?  Absolutely!  Faith rests.  Resting is the ability that when things get crazy, to remain a calm, assured, confident, settled and a peaceful person, wherein no surprises unsettle this peace.  Let the faith’s confession remain, “The Father will provide” (Genesis 22:8).  

We all have had faith failures and sudden panics, but we learn that faith and fear cannot mix or the results promised will get short-circuited.  Jesus prayed for Peter that “his faith fail not” (Luke 22:32) “and when thou art converted, strengthen thy brethren.”  Peter’s faith failed at least one time, but he did get out of the boat (Matthew 14)!
The lifestyle of faith is available to each and every believer.  The Father and the Lord Jesus are very serious about the believer’s walk by faith and not by sight.  Because this walk of faith pleases God, believers should learn as much as they can about faith.
