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THE RULING SOVEREIGNTY OF GOD

Does God Control All Things?
When it is spoken, “God is in control of everything,” further examination of that statement must be considered.  “Who” God is in control of depends upon if a person belongs to Him, because there is the kingdom of God and there is the kingdom of the devil, or man’s enemy.

God is the possessor of heaven and earth and its creator (Genesis 1:1, Psalms 24:1).  God is also a covenant, law abiding God.  This means He works with man through a covenant relationship and that He obeys His own commandments.

God does not have to “check in” or “check things out” with anyone to do anything.  His kingdom is an everlasting kingdom and at no time has He ever lost His rule.  He always has had total control—rule and dominion—over His own kingdom.

When it comes to God’s ruling, “everyone is nothing,” so to speak.  In other words, He can do what He wants to those outside His covenant or family.  He did so with Pharaoh in Egypt (Exodus Chapters 3-13), and with Nebuchadnezzar, thrusting him into the wilderness with a beastly mind for seven years until he could say, “You are the Most High” (Daniel 4:25). 
Man\s Free Will

God is not in control of what a man may do in his own personal life.  A man may leave his wife for another without consulting God’s will.  God did not have a say-so regarding the choices, decisions and actions of this man.  The man decided that on his own free will.

In regards to the members of the Body of Christ that are actively and daily yielding and submitting themselves to the will of God for their lives, yes, God has a controlling power them.  This is due to the fact that the believer has asked God to have such a position!  
A child of God is still free to walk away from God’s help and direction, so even with that case, it cannot be said that God is controlling everything.
Sovereignty Explained

Because God is the legal possessor of all the earth, He does have certain timetables for some of His events which are not connected to men’s faith in His promises.   Two such examples of this truth would be the birth of Jesus and apparent Rapture of the church.

God allows people the choice to be evil.  He also may choose to place limits on the effect of man’s evil choices on His Church or plans.  Unless it is already written down, we do not know when God is will show Himself merciful.  We just remain trusting His overall providential care.  He has foreordained good works for all.  

If God was in control of everything, then Jesus should not have said, “You can have what you say” (Mark 11:23).  
The law of faith (Romans 3 and 4), the spirit of faith (1 Corinthians 4:13) and the power of the spoken tongue (Proverbs 18:21) could not be in the Bible.  
God Himself set up the “system” that we can have what we say.  Therefore, what we say happens, and God does not control that.  He does not control our tongues (James 3), unless we yield it to Him.  

Does God Control Who Gets Saved?

God has privileged men in the New Testament to accept the salvation offered by His Son’s sacrifice on the cross.  Men can go to eternal hell on their own decision.  In the Old Testament, He said 
“I call heaven and earth to record this day against you, that I have set before you life and death, blessing and cursing: therefore choose life, that both thou and thy seed may live” (Deut. 30:19).

How About Who Gets Sick?
Generally speaking, religion has encouraged believers to accept everything that comes into their lives, bad or good as God’s will.  It is taught that life’s circumstances have already “gone through God’s big filtering system” with His stamp of approval on it.  
In regards to a sickness, without true understanding of the healing scripture truths in the Word of God, believers accept this “cross” humbly as God’s will for them because it was “stamped” with His approval before the sickness reached their body.  How untrue, because,    
“By His stripes, we are healed” (Isaiah 53:5).
The healing error in the Church is the doctrine that says, 
“Yes, you can believe God’s promises, but in His infiniteness, if He feels like it is not in your best interest, He may answer ‘yes,’ ‘no,’ or ‘wait.’  God may be teaching you something through this sickness, so you should submit to the infinite will of God.  So, while you may believe the provision of healing in Isaiah 53:3-5 or 1 Peter 2:24, God in His sovereignty may be thinking another plan for you in this sickness.”  
This violates the written Word of God.    

His Oath Tells Us His Love

God loves us so much, with His daily benefits, His unending love and mercy, and with all the justice that is due Him in His commandments.  He will say yes to all His promises (2 Cor. 1:20).  

He made Himself accountable to these promises to the degree that He would stop being God if He did not honor the promises of His covenant (Hebrews 4).  By His own sovereign will and declaration, He would step down from being God for not honoring the covenant!  He will not say “no” just because He is sovereign.  

In His sovereignty He took an oath, and this oath is unshakable!
