THE SUPREME EXPRESSION OF FAITH
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“And He Healed Them All” (Luke 6:19) Healing School

For “doctrine, reproof, correction, and instruction in righteousness” (2 Timothy 3:16)

Faith is always released by the mouth, but cannot get completed until acted upon.  It has to have its partner of a corresponding action or it will not profit.  It is the corresponding action of Spirit-directed obedience and the faith together that brings the manifestation.  
“So also faith, if it does not have works (deed and actions of obedience to back it up), by itself is destitute of power (inoperative, dead)” (James 2:17).

“Handicapped faith” is faith without any corresponding action that compliments the faith.  There must be actions corresponding with our faith.  We do not “invent” the actions, but get the plan and wisdom from the Holy Spirit of God.

It was Abraham’s works that made his faith complete.  His “supreme expression” (James 2:22 AMP) was that supernatural divine wisdom and counsel from God to see him through.  Our spirits, by the Holy Spirit, are always trying to get us to those places of supreme expression of our personal “faith projects.”  

It does not matter how much we know about faith’s principles, because unless we act on faith, it is still ineffective.  In the life of faith, we will never be exempt from finding our supreme expressions of faith.  Faith requires that we step out and risk it all before we see the desired manifestation.  We will not receive anything by sitting back and refusing to step out on it.  

Faith is also not a contest, nor is the goal to just “stay patient” to the end.  The manifestation of our faith is the goal.  We should not pretend to be healed, or fake it, but press towards the mark.  To say only “I am healed” is not the supreme expression, even though one principal of faith is that we continue to only say what we believe.  While confession is an absolute in the life of faith, it by itself is not the supreme expression.
We must ask ourselves what we are doing to back up our faith.  Listen for faith.  It has a voice.  Then follow it up with a corresponding action.
