The Existence and the fall of Satan
The Book of Revelation is most often read to gain insight for future events, but it holds many precious truths.  

“Write the things which thou hast seen, and the things which are, and the things which shall be hereafter” (Revelation 1:19).
In a review of Revelation 12, we see a “snapshot” picture of the Jews, or the natural seed of Abraham.  It records portions of events not in its order of time.  The Jewish nation was God’s elect to bring in the Messiah Christ.  
“And there appeared a great wonder in heaven; a woman clothed with the sun, and the moon under her feet, and upon her head a crown of twelve stars:  And she being with child cried, travailing in birth, and pained to be delivered” (Revelation 12:1-2).
Satan is in a rebellion with God in verses 3 and 4.  As Lucifer, he was the archangel with responsibility over the pre-Adamic race.  We see God removing Lucifer from that position.  Satan still has these “gifts” working today as he continues to use them for his current perverted schemes.  

The Best Picture of Satan’s Original Rebellion 
“And there appeared another wonder in heaven; and behold a great red dragon, having seven heads and ten horns, and seven crowns upon his heads.  4And his tail drew the third part of the stars of heaven, and did cast them to the earth: and the dragon stood before the woman which was ready to be delivered, for to devour her child as soon as it was born.   7And there was war in heaven: Michael and his angels fought against the dragon; and the dragon fought and his angels, 8And prevailed not; neither was their place found any more in heaven. 9And the great dragon was cast out, that old serpent, called the Devil, and Satan, which deceiveth the whole world: he was cast out into the earth, and his angels were cast out with him.”
(portions of Revelation 12:3-17).
Lucifer Dismissed From His God-Given Assignment
“Thou hast been in Eden the garden of God; every precious stone was thy covering, the sardius, topaz, and the diamond, the beryl, the onyx, and the jasper, the sapphire, the emerald, and the carbuncle, and gold: the workmanship of thy tabrets and of thy pipes was prepared in thee in the day that thou wast created, the anointed cherub that covereth; and I have set thee so: thou wast upon the holy mountain of God; thou hast walked up and down in the midst of the stones of fire.  15Thou wast perfect in thy ways from the day that thou wast created, till iniquity was found in thee.  17Thine heart was lifted up because of thy beauty, thou hast corrupted thy wisdom by reason of thy brightness: I will cast thee to the ground, I will lay thee before kings, that they may behold thee” (portions of Ezekiel 28:13-17).
Angels were created for God’s glory.  Lucifer was the crowning glory of God’s angelic hosts (Ezekiel 28:14).  There was no other angel like him in this class.  He was second only to God in talents, wisdom and authority.  Lucifer was not the Almighty, but apparently that was not good enough for him as we see his fall.

In the pre-Adamic kingdom, Lucifer was placed in authority over all the inhabitants of the earth, ruling over God’s creation.  Perhaps he began to “feel” like a god.  The whole earth was under his domain.  Man-like creatures lived and functioned in this pre-historic earth realm, which was to have functioned in an orderly fashion.  
It appears that God was preparing the earth for its future time when an “advanced” or “higher” order of creation would come.  Perhaps Lucifer heard God’s plan for a family of sons.  

“Let us make man in our image, after our likeness” (Genesis 1:26).  
Lucifer wondered, ‘what would this man be like?’

God’s New Order of Creation
“The Lord possessed me [wisdom] in the beginning of his way, before his works of old.  23I was set up from everlasting, from the beginning, or ever the earth was.  24When there were no depths, I was brought forth; when there were no fountains abounding with water.  25Before the mountains were settled, before the hills was I brought forth:  26While as yet he had not made the earth, nor the fields, nor the highest part of the dust of the world.  27When he prepared the heavens, I was there: when he set a compass upon the face of the depth:  28When he established the clouds above: when he strengthened the fountains of the deep:  29When he gave to the sea his decree, that the waters should not pass his commandment: when he appointed the foundations of the earth:  30Then I was by him, as one brought up with him: and I was daily his delight, rejoicing always before him; 31Rejoicing in the habitable part of his earth; and my delights were with the sons of men” (Proverbs 8:22-31).
God’s Family Born of His Own Spirit
“And let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over the cattle, and over all the earth, and over every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth”  (Genesis 1:26). 

Perhaps Lucifer felt rejection.   Had not God always referred to His angelic hosts as ‘sons?’  But God’s affection to His angelic hosts was that of servants and the angels knew it, including Lucifer. They also were not created in God’s image and likeness (Genesis 1:28).

Perhaps Lucifer’s allegiance had subtly changed over millions of years during this time when he enjoyed his glorious position.  But hearing God’s plan for man, perhaps Satan had to make his move quickly, and he became only loyal to his own proud state of being.  

Things Happened

“In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth.  2And the earth was without form, and void; and darkness was upon the face of the deep.”  
What happened between verse 1 and verse 2?  The earth was in a state of chaos and disorder, or “to’hoo,” which is:  


“to lie in waste, desolation of surface, desert; figuratively, a worthless thing; adverbially, in vain, confusion, empty place, without form, nothing, vain, vanity, waste, wilderness.”
God did not create His planet earth in “to’hoo.”  It was not created an empty wasteland filled with chaos and darkness. 
“For thus saith the Lord that created the heavens; God himself that formed the earth and made it; he hath established it, he created it not in vain, he formed it to be inhabited: I am the Lord; and there is none else” (Isaiah 45:18).  
Therefore, something catastrophic (and unplanned by God) apparently occurred between verse 1, when the earth was not in “chaos” and verse 2, when the earth was in “chaos.”

The Fall of Satan Is Recorded

“And he said unto them, I beheld Satan as lightning fall from heaven” (Luke 10:18).
“Thine heart was lifted up because of thy beauty, thou hast corrupted thy wisdom by reason of thy brightness: I will cast thee to the ground, I will lay thee before kings, that they may behold thee” (Ezekiel 28:17).
“And his tail drew the third part of the stars of heaven, and did cast them to the earth” (Revelation 12:4).
Earth’s Condition In This Pre-Historic/Adamic Judgment of Lucifer

“I beheld the earth, and, lo, it was without form, and void; and the heavens, and they had no light.  24I beheld the mountains, and, lo, they trembled, and all the hills moved lightly.  25I beheld, and, lo, there was no man, [man-like creatures and prior to the creation of the human race] and all the birds of the heavens were fled.  27For thus hath the Lord said, The whole land shall be desolate; yet will I not make a full end. 28 For this shall the earth mourn, and the heavens above be black; because I have spoken it, I have purposed it, and will not repent, neither will I turn back from it” (Jeremiah 4:23-25, 27-28).
Both Genesis 2:2 and Jeremiah 4:23-28 are in harmony that in the earth, there was:

1) no light,

2) no man, and 
3) everything was in chaos, or without form and void.

The Four Time Periods of Satan
1.

Pre-Adamic, pre-historic.  Ezekiel 28:13-18

2.
Satan charged, but moving about in the earth and not fully dismissed from his angelic order.  Luke 10:18, Ezekiel 28:17, Job 1:6

3.
Satan judged and found guilty by Jesus, no longer a part of the Heavenly angels, and remanded—send backwards, to order back, to return to custody pending trial.  Revelation 12:7-10, John 12:31-33

4.

A future sentencing of Satan and the unrighteous to hell.  Revelation 20:10-15

The “Now” of Revelation 12:10 and John. 12:31 Are The Same

Revelation 12:7-10 is not a prophetic passage, but occurred at Jesus’ death, burial and resurrection.  
“And there was war in heaven: Michael and his angels fought against the dragon; and the dragon fought and his angels, 8And prevailed not; neither was their place found any more in heaven. 9And the great dragon was cast out, that old serpent, called the Devil, and Satan, which deceiveth the whole world: he was cast out into the earth, and his angels were cast out with him. 10And I heard a loud voice saying in heaven, NOW IS COME SALVATION, AND STRENGTH, AND THE KINGDOM OF OUR GOD, AND THE POWER OF HIS CHRIST: for the accuser of our brethren is cast down, which accused them before our God day and night.”
“Now is the judgment of this world: now shall the prince of this world be cast out. 32And I, if I be lifted up from the earth, will draw all men unto me.  33This he said, signifying what death he should die” (John 12:31-33).

Who Is Thrown Eternally Into The Lake Of Fire?

“And the devil that deceived them was cast into the lake of fire and brimstone, where the beast and the false prophet are, and shall be tormented day and night for ever and ever.  11And I saw a great white throne, and him that sat on it, from whose face the earth and the heaven fled away; and there was found no place for them.  12And I saw the dead, small and great, stand before God; and the books were opened: and another book was opened, which is the book of life: and the  dead were judged out of those things which were written in the books, according to their works. 13And the sea gave up the dead which were in it; and death and hell delivered up the dead which were in them: and they were judged every man according to their works.  14And death and hell were cast into the lake of fire. This is the second death. 15 And whosoever was not found written in the book of life was cast into the lake of fire.”  (Revelation 20:10-15).  
The list is Satan (Lucifer, the Great Dragon, the Devil), all fallen angels, demonic beings and any unrepentant mankind.

Satan Cannot Accuse the Church As He Did Job
“. . . For the accuser of our brethren is cast down” (Revelation 12:10).

Because of the finished work of Jesus on the cross, His Body was made the righteous of God in Christ Jesus.  Satan has no power to accuse mankind any longer because he was judged eternally wrong and mankind eternally right.  

This is why New Testament believers should not ever identify themselves with the life of Job.  We stand on a totally different foundation than him being declared righteous before God!  God is no longer looking at man listening to Satan’s accusations.  He is looking at the righteousness of Jesus and what Jesus’ blood did for man.  


Job did have a dilemma that the Body of Christ does not have.  He did not have the victory of the cross of Jesus Christ.  He could not go boldly to the throne of grace as righteous in God’s sight.  Satan never again has the opportunity to accuse man before God because all things were settled in Jesus.
