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UNDERSTANDING THE FULL-TIME MINISTRY

For “doctrine, reproof, correction, and instruction in righteousness” (2 Timothy 3:16)

The Ministry Call
Certain individuals are called into the full-time ministry.  There will come a time for them to leave the secular workplace and be supplied with their substance for living by depending upon the support given them through their ministering the good news of the Gospel. This comes through revelation of the call.  

The Apostle Paul also found this revelation that a preacher should live by the things of the Gospel because God has ordained it.  “The Lord ordained that they which preach the gospel should live by the gospel” (1 Corinthians 9:14).

Ministers can take the same rights as the Apostle Paul did and claim their needs will be met.  Some have not taken it, not having fully submitted to what God has ordained for them.  However, once a person has “closed their doors” to secular support, they must keep their stand that they are called into the ministry and that this work is to support and supply their needs.  
They preach the Gospel, and the Gospel must support them.  They are “working” only for Jesus now.

The Apostle Paul also wrote, “The oxen who treads out the corn is to live and eat by the corn he treads out” (1 Timothy 5:18).  This means he eats the corn he is treading out, not somewhere else or other means.  God has ordained that those in the ministry live off of the Gospel that they preach.

Jesus did not use the world system once He was in his ministry and neither should ministers.  God is very interested in the whole ministry of Jesus to flood the earth with power and dignity and money, and not just from a few special or “the qualified” ministers or ministries, as we have seen up to this point in time.
Spiritual Bread for Natural Bread

Like any other field of work or endeavor, ministry has a right to be blessed and fully supplied.  God has planned that the primary way for ministers to be blessed is from the gifts and offerings of believers.  

The minister needs to work full-time for the Gospel sake because it gives them time to study and meditate on God’s Word to give the spiritual food to those in need.  They stay submitted before God to keep their minds on spiritual things and not on the things of this world.  

The ministry is designed that the ministers partake of the “fruits” of those to whom they minister to.  “We ministered to you in spiritual things, we therefore reap your carnal things” (1 Corinthians 9:11).  When a minister preaches, their faith is there to be blessed naturally and financially.  If others fail to support them, the minister is not getting what God has ordained for them.
Ministers do not “bill” a person for their services or their supply of spiritual food given, but ministers freely trust God to supply their needs.  As ministers give people spiritual bread, the receiver ought to give offerings in return to the ministry supplying the spiritual bread.

Up!  Up! Up!

When ministers start out, there could be some lack, but there is only one way out—it’s up!  Each ministry challenge and expense has to be dealt individually and met with joy, or it could become a crisis.  A minister’s faith is like everyone else’s, “I believe therefore I speak” (2 Corinthians 4:13), not being moved by what they see or feel.  “God always causes us to triumph” (2 Corinthians 2:14) and puts me over.  Ministers begin in the ministry in victory!

Experience Brings Hope

"We glory in tribulations also: knowing that tribulation worketh patience; And patience, experience; and experience, hope:  And hope maketh not ashamed; because the love of God is shed abroad in our hearts by the Holy Ghost which is given unto us." (Romans 5:3-5).

When we believe God, we are in action, doing something, not going to do.  Ministers learn to believe God for financial support through the experience and doing it.  Success in living by faith grows by experience.  

A minister may have to “stretch themselves” for short term, but if they continue to put themselves in the path of ministry, obeying the promptings of their heart by the Holy Spirit and expecting God to open doors and avenues, then they will see their ministry and God’s plans  come to pass!
