WHERE DOES HEALING BEGIN?

“And He Healed Them All” (Luke 6:19) Healing School

For “doctrine, reproof, correction, and instruction in righteousness” (2 Timothy 3:16)

When sickness come, most often the first thing that happens is, we call the doctor or run to the medicine cabinet to find immediate relief and help.  Sometimes we can get the help we need from these places, but other times not.   There is no guarantee.
While taking medicine or seeing a doctor is not inappropriate for a Christian, the Bible teaches a far more lasting and hopeful way that is available to “everyone that will, come” (Isaiah 55:1).
“While we look not at the things which are seen, but at the things which are not seen: for the things which are seen are temporal; but the things which are not seen are eternal” (2 Corinthians 4:18).
As we can see from this verse, healing starts on the inside and then appears (or manifests) on the outside (in our physical bodies).  The reason for this is truth is simply because, everything we receive from God works this way!  It all starts on the inside (invisible) and works outward (to the visible.)

Like with salvation (John 3:3), this miracle happens first on the inside, in that invisible part of a person.  By looking at the outward person, there may or may not be any emotional outward reaction to their new salvation, but that is not the sign of salvation.  The new birth (2 Corinthians 5:17) happened in the spirit of the person first, in the hidden man of the heart.

The same applies to the physical healing of our bodies.  We must receive with our hearts first (the place of believing), on the inside, that we are healed before we see it fully manifested in our bodies.  This is because in our spirits, our believing hearts, is the place where the healing first comes.
